French President Inaugurated

~ PARIS (AP) — Valery Giscard d'Estaing was
inaugurated Monday as the 20th president of France,
ending 16 years of unbroken Caullist rule and ushering in
what be called “‘a new era in French politics."

A 21-gun salute boomed over the capital as the new
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president took office in a brief ceremony in the Elysee
palace. Giscard d'Estaing formally began his seven-year
term when novelist Andre Chamson, acting chancellor of
the Legion of Honor, handed him the insignia of grand
master of the order,

The 48-year-old presidentelect, the youngest chief of
state since the turn of the century, was to name his
premier after the inauguration cerernonies.

Several political commentators speculated that Giscard
d'Estaing would appoint as premier Jacques Chirac, 42,
who served as interior minister under outgoing Premier
Pierre Messmer,

The election campaign revolved mainly around
domestic issues. But President Nixon made a
congratulatory phone call to Giscard d'Estaing shortly
after he defeated Socialist Francols Mitterrand in the
May 19 run-off election, and many observers hoped
relations between the United States and France will
improve in the near future.

Giscard d'Estaing is expected to announce his cabinet
on Tuesday,

Tito Urges Unity

BELGRADE, Yugoslavia (AP) — Seeking to build a
strong unifying force in Yugoslavia to hold the country to-
gether after hisdeath, President Josip Broz Tito today or-
dered the Communist party to assume a deminant role in
all aspects of society. In a 28,000-word address prepared
for the opening session of the 10th Congress of the
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Yugoslav League of Communists, Tite, 82, also said the
country will continue its unique system of worker
management of factories and other enterprises and its
policy of non-alignment in foreign affairs.

Because of Wa-
tergate, “‘you can't accomplish nearly as much'' as hefore
and “you can't use the President’s name like you used to
be able to do," he said. The White House staff has been so
decimated by the revelations of Watergate that Santarelli
says he is running his $900 million agency almost com-
pletely on his own. “There is nobody to tell me no, and
there is nobody to can me," Santarelli said.

BELFAST, Northern Ireland
(AP) — The British Army took
control of oil storage depots and
some gasoline stations in
Northern Ireland today as
Protestant militants continued
to paralyze the province with a
13-day-old general strike.
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The Ulster Workers Council,
sponsors of the strike, had

warned earlier that any in-

tervention by troops would lead
to a walkout of all power plant
workers and a total blackout in
the province, It was not known
immediately whether the
council would carry out the
threat or whether the troops
would take over power stations.

Merlyn Rees, Britain's
minister for Northern Ireland,
said ‘“‘the troops will be with-
drawn immediately on the
resumption of normal ser-
vices.," He also said he had
instructed police and army
chiefs to “take all measures
they consider necessary to
maintain law and order in the
province."

If the problem arises, the
AAA report says, ““then some of
the nation's approximately 10
million new car owners will not
find unleaded gas when they
need it and must have it. If they
turn to leaded fuel, it will slowly
destroy their converters and
they will be forced to replace
them at costs of up to $150."

William Berman, AAA's staff
expert on environmental affairs
legislation, wrote the report. A
copy was obtained by The Asso-
clated Press

Officials of the Federal Ener-
gy Office and the Environmen-
tal Protection Agency, which
share responsibility for pollu-
tion and fuel regulations, said
they did not expect any non-
leaded gas supply problems.
However, they conceded there
could be some problems with
distribution, another danger
area pointed to in Berman's re-
port.

“There is going to be enough
gas, we're reasonably sure,"
said John Harper, a deputy as-
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sistant administrator of FEO.
“The only question is whether
there will be enough stations
ready when the unleaded gaso-
line is needed.”

Said Charles Freed, chief of
the fuels and imports branch of
EPA: “Supply and distribution
are FEO's area and there are a
few problems there, but I'm
told it's nothing egregious."

Berman said, “We are going
to stand by the report."

The report said AAA repre-
sentatives, in extensive con-
tacts with automobile, oil and
government officials, found:

WASHINGTON (AP) — Vice
President Gerald R. Ford says
he hopes the House Judiclary
Committee won't expand its
hearings on the impeachment
of President Nixon, declaring,
“If they drag it out, it could
very well interfere with the
necessary work of the Con-
gress."

Ford was asked in an inter-
view about reports that com-
mittee members feel additional
hearings are needed to clarify
ambiguities in Watergate tapes
and transcripts.

“I certainly hope not,' he re-

plied. "I think they could —I
would hope they would get it,
whatever they do, to the floor of
the House by late June or early

Ford was interviewed in the
wake of his strong public dis-
approval of President Nixon's
refusal to provide any addition-
al Watergate evidence to the
Judiciary Committee.
However, alt the vice
president's request, that was
not raised in the interview.

Presidential Press Secretary
Ronald L. Ziegler on Sunday
put down reports of differences
between Ford and Nixon.

Meanwhile, Judiclary Com-
mittee Republican Reps.
Charles E. Wiggins of Califor-
nia, David W. Dennis of Indiana
and Henry P. Smith of New
York all said Nixon's *“hush
money' conversation of March
21, 1973, is the only evidence
they have heard that could tend

to implicate the chief executive
in the Watergate cover-up.

All had insisted before listen-
ing to the tape last week that
the inquiry had yet to hear any
evidence implicating Nixon.

However, the three said in in-
terviews over the Memorial
Day recess that the March 21
talk could be a turnaround point
if it is clarified with further
investigation,

And former Special Prose-
cutor Archibald Cox said Nix-
on's refusal to comply with the
committee's evidence demands
is one of three possible grounds
for removing him from office.

Potentially even more
serious, sald Cox, would be
Nixon's disobedience of a Su-

preme Court order to turn over
tapes and documents,

Cox named &s the third and
broadest ground for impeach-
ment the failure of Nixon to re-
strain his White House aides
and campaigners who were in-
volved in the scandal.

Ford said he has not decided
whether he will take zn active
part if the impeachment issue
goes before the House,

“I certainly will reiterate, as
I have in the past, to any mem-
bers my feelings, and 1 don't
foresee that they're going to
change, that the President Is
innocent of any impeachable of-
fense,"” Ford said.

pite at home,

He flies to Charlotte, N.C., to-
day to play in a pro-amateur
golf tournament and said he
plans to continue the busy
schedule that has carried him
80,000 miles into 30 states since
last fall.

374 Memorial Day Deaths

More than 100 fewer persons died on the nation’s high-
ways during this year's 78-hour Memorial Day weekend
than in 1973, Unofficial totals show 374 traffic deaths this
year, compared to 486 during the 1972 holiday weekend.

The National Safety Council had estimated before the
threeday weekend that between 450 and 550 persons would
die in traffic accidents, That estimate was 100 below the

~ 1973 éstimate put out before last year's holiday by the
safety council. The highest toll for a three-day Memorial
Day weekend was 597 in 1969,

The council anticipated a safer holiday than normal this
year because of the 55 m.p.h. speed limit and fears of a
gasoline shortage. There were no reports of gasoline
shortages.

The tabulation period for holidzy accidents began at 6
p.m. local time Friday and ended at midnight local time
Monday.

The House antipoverty bill
would go along with Nixon's
proposal to dismantle the Offide
of Economic Opportunity, but
would reject his plan generally
to turn control of antipoverty
programs over lo the states.

It would transfer the heart of
the present program, commu-
nity action services such as Op-
eration Head Start and social
services, over to a new Com-
munity Action Administration
in the Department of Health,
Education and Welfare,

His adversaries have been as
elusive as the antiwhite feelings
of inner city black youths and
As concrete as the requirement
committing Naval Academy
graduates to five years of mili-
tary service after they leave
Annapolis,

Johnson, a 33-year-old black
officer, was the academy's first
minority recruiter, brought in
to increase the small number of
minority youngsters entering
the Naval Academy.

The body count for Johnson's
three-year campaign indicates
success — although he says it
isn't an all-out victory — in the
battle against more than 100
years of discrimination at the
academy.

In 1970 when Johnson arrived
at Annapolis, the incoming
class of 1,300 plebes included
only 17 blacks and six other mi-
nority students,

His first year of recruiting
pushed those figures to 45
blacks and 14 other minorities.

has risen to its highest level in
four decades and become fresh-
er than in recent years.

The U.S. Geological Survey's
latest report says the lake is at
4,201.35 feet above sea level and
contains twice as much water
as it did in 1963, the record low
point. But it is still 11 feet below
the record high of 1873, The lake
is an average 15 Lo 20 feet deep.

its fresher brine and higher
shoreline have washed south-
shore beaches to a thin line,
disrupted waterfow!] habitats in
its northwest marshes and
caused problems for industry
all around.

Only the lake's northeast cor-
ner, cut off by a railroad cause-
way, remains at near satura.

Book Dumping
Is Outrageous

We've always been a little
suspicious of the school of
thought that holds government
efficiency improves the closer
it gets to the people.

The “‘sharing of power" or
“home rule' concept has
always struck us as an over-
simplification of a very com-
plicated problem. It sounds too
good to be true—and often isn't.

It might be that our views are
colored by past experience with
bungling, inept and dishonest
local officials; it is impossible
to believe that anyone in
Washington, D.C. or, even
Tallahassee, could be any less
sensitive to the needs of the
people than local officials in
Greensuurg, Pa., or Orange
County, Fla.

All this was brought to mind
over the weekend by a story out
of Orlando about the destruc-
tion of thousands of textbooks,
most of which were from all
reports, current and in ex-
cellent condition,

The sight of dozens of
youngsters scrambling through
stacks of books, carting them
off by the hundreds for their
own use or to supplement
textbooks already issued by the
school system was sickening,

Efforts to track down just
how this happened proved to be
just as difficult in Orlando as it
would have been in Tallahassee
or Washington, D.C. The
chairman of the School Board, a
Mrs. Lee Collison, said in effect
it was all a mystery to her, that
the board had approved the
disposal of the books after being
assured by staff members that
all means had been exhausted
to find new owners. She said
further the board was under the
impression the books were
absolutely worthless...not even
worth running to the dump.

So they were dumped in a
landfill behind a high school
which, on reflection, may have

been the only geod thing to
come out of the whole mess for
as the trucks started dumping
the students and their teachers
started salvaging.

If nothing else that scene
should lay to rest some of the
more outrageous stories in
general circulation about the
current generation of students;
they seem to have proven a
much greater appreciation of
and a desire for knowledge than
their elders.

One robin doesn't make a
spring, the old saying goes, nor
does one ‘book burning' prove
the superiority of ‘big govern-
ment’ over ‘home rule.’ But it
sure as hell should be sufficient
to make us all at least re-think
the arguments that are
apocryphal, recited by rote and
accepled as fact.

It will be interesting over the
next few days to read the
various explanations by those
responsible for this outrage.
You can be sure that
everyone—up and down the line
of authority—will be able to
point to an old ruling of the
board or some state law to
prove that destruction of the
textbooks was entirely legal.

And it will never occur to
anyone to suggest that
following the letter of the law
isn't the point. Laws are written
to tell you what you may not do;
they do not and are not intended
to tell you what to do. Thus
textbooks may be destroyed
after all reasonable attempts to
dispose of them via other
means are exhausted.

A newspaper ad that fails to
bring a response might satisfy
the requirements of the law but
it shouldn't satisfy those in
authority that every possible
remedy was exhausted before
thousands of books—the
lifeblood of knowledge—were
dumped in a landfill,

Tito long has kept Moscow at
arm'’s length, despite such
hairy interludes as 1956 and
1968 when upheavals in Hun-
gary and Czechoslovakia

deep hostility to active and
friendly cooperation with West.
erners. Even so, the United
States still receives an occa-
sional denunciation as a citadel
of “imperialism.” The 10th
Congress, however, is likely to
adopt a report saying further
cooperation with the United
States is desirable and inevi-
table,

Yugoslavia has come a long
way, the only Communist na-
tion to develop in a goldfish
bowl, intensely watched by the
Western world. It has done well
in terms of its economy and
world influence. It is also — as
will be demonstrated next week

the only Communist nation in
the world which can assemble
representatives from both
camps, Soviet and Chinese,
under the same roof.

All will listen carefully to
Tito's references to the Com-
munist party's future. Tito nev-
er surrendered his claim to
being a devoul Leninist and
seems Lo want to insure perpet-
ual party domination,

What follows Tito seems
bound to be weak. He is today
the leading member of a nine-
man government presidency
that includes representatives of
Yugoslavia's states and prov-
inces.

When Tito goes, the other
eight will take over as a collec-
tive. All are Tito's World War 11
comrades of the antl-Na::
partisan days, the youngest
them 47 and six of them past 80,
None, of course, has Tilo's
stature, Perhaps, therefore, the
cement that keeps the feder-
ation together may be loosened.
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“We can't start our half of the bridge until the foundation is

Conservatives Should
Unite Under New Party

Senator Jesse Helms, the
North Carolina+Republican, is
by any standard a con-
servative. His ACU (or con-
servative) vote rating is 9% out
of a possible 100; he has
managed to please the AFL-
CIO only 18 per cent of the time,

What with Watergate, the
Agnew resignation, etc.,, you
might expect to find Senator
Helms downhearted these days.
On the contrary, Jesse Helms
thinks he sees a formula for a
whole series of conservative
victories in the years ahead.

In a speech at a recent dinner
in Washington, the amiable ex-
radio commentator (who was
clected to the Senate only in
1972) pointed to a recent Gallup
Poll whose result he found
startling. So, apparently, did
the liberal press; Helms said he
found the story buried on page
20 of his newspaper, next to a
small item headed *“‘Smallpox
Deaths Rise in India."

Dr. Gallup, it seems, has
made it a point over the years
(ever since 1036) to ask
whoever it is he asks whether
they consider themselves
liberal or conservative. Not
Democrat or Republican, mind
you: just liberal or con-
servative, And the latest ver-
sion of his annual survey is an
eyepopper. Right now, in the
trough of Watérgate and
related despairs, only 26 per
cent of the American people
cail themselves liberal.
Another 36 per cent are un-
decided. And a thumping 38 per
cent describe themselves as
conservative,

Moreover, if the undecided 36
per cent are forced to choose
only between the liberal and
conservative labels, the
resulting totals for the
population as a whole are 41 per
cent liberal, 59 per cent con-
servative — the highest con-
servative percentage in the
entire 38-year history of the
Gallup Poll.

Now, surely that is an ex-
traordinary datum, if we are to
believe even half of what our
print and electronic media tell
us. In 1974, after all the “White
House Horrors™ — here, in the
very midst of what any leftist
would assure you ought to be
the Greening of America —
George Gallup [finds the
prestige of the word ‘“‘con-
servative” at a record high.

Of course, such a fact is not
always readily convertible into
a prescription for political
action. Questioned carefully,
issue by issue, some of those
who call themselves con-
servalives reveal certain fairly
unconservative opinions.
Moreover, *in strictly partisan
terms, the Democratic party
today claims the allegiance of
many more Americans (42 per
cent) than the Watergate-
tainted GOP (24 per cent).

But Dr. Gallup's amazing
statistic has some very definite
political implications all the
same, and Senator Helms was
quick to note them:

"What do you suppose would
happen, ladies and gentlemen,
if a serious movement were
launched to realign the political
parties in our country — a
movement that offered the
majority an opportunity to

unite, and to work together?"

It is not a new idea, of course,
but in the wake of Watergate
and the possible impeachment
of President Nixon, it is fair to
ask whether the time may not
be near for America's con-
servative majority to jettison
the heavy baggage of a
discredited and largely
meaningless label and assert its
political clout through the
medium of a new party,

The difficulties of such a
course should not be un-
derrated; indeed, they can
hardly be exaggerated. Our two
great parties have more lives
than a cat — as the Republicans
demonstrated after 1964, and
the Democrats after 1972.
Powerful traditions, compelling
interests, tend to keep voters in
their ancestral homes. In ad-
dition, a true coalition of
American conservatives would
have to accommodate some
very strange bedfellows:
Georgia  crackers and
Daughters of the American
Revolution; suburbanites from
California’s Orange County and
middle-class Jews from the
bedroom boroughs of New
York.

But no purely human in-
stitution is immortal, and the
Republican party may, strictly
as a label, be more trouble to
save than it's worth, What we
need now are national leaders
capable of Munching and
championing a new con-
servative party., 3Senator
Helms, who started out as a
Democrat and turned
Republican, is plainly ready to
keep moving.

In all this clamor over still-
existing gaps in President
Nixon's Watergate story, one

~ enormous chasm seems almost

unmentioned. Most of the long
summer of 1972, when the two
national conventions and Sen
George McGovern's troubles
dominated the news, the
President’s relationship to
Watergate is lost in the mists.

Oh, yes, there has been much
fuss about the 18'%-minute buzz
on the June 20, 1972 Watergate
tape, covering a conversation
he had with former top aide H.
R. Haldeman three days after
the break-in at the Democrats’
Watergate headquarters.

And, currently, Special
Prosecutor Leon Jaworski Is
seeking, among dozens of other
lapes, two conversations he had
that same day, June 20, with
former aide Charles Colson —
one evidently initiated by the
President that night from his
Maryland rctreat at Camp
David.

No question it would be highly
useful to know what Mr. Nixon
talked about with Haldeman
and Colson on that Tuesday so
close after the Watergate
break-in,

Jaworski wants tapes of
several other Nixon-Colson
conversations, but they fall
between January and mid-
April, 1973,

The House Judiciary Com-
mittee has developed an intense
interest in tape records of
conversations among the
President, Haldeman and
former Attorney General Joha
Mitchell on April 4, 1972. But
that is an effort to determine
whether Mr. Noxon had PRIOR
knowledge of the burglary,
since in one of those chats
bugging and checking of
Democratic headquarters was
discussed as part of an ad-
ministration  intelligence-su-
rveillance plan. The committee
is weighing an allegation that
the President thus may have
had forehand knowledge of the
proposed break-in.

Obviously firm evidence he
had such knowledge would
count heavily against him in the
impeachment proceedings. But
it is also of vast importance to
know what Mr. Nixon was
saying and doing about
Watergate — if anything — with
his chief aides in that long
summer interval from June 20
to Sept. 15, 1972, when we get
the first Nixon-edited transcript
of a conversation on Watergate
between the President and his
young counsel, John Dean.

In previous reports, I sket-
ched out Dean's busy summer,
as he publicly alleges it,
collecting FBI  reports,
monitoring FBI interviews with
White House staff people, ac-
ling as courier among various
groups he says were covering
up the scandal. As near as can
be recalled, neither Haldeman
nor key aide John Ehrlichman
or any other leading White
House figure challenges the
basic thrust of this Dean
testimony — though some
questioned certain elements.

What was Dean doing with all
this information he was
gathering? What was the
consequence of his running
about? He says he reported
regularly to Haldeman and
Ehrlichman, presumably with
the idea that word was reaching
Mr. Nixon,

Haldeman and Ehrlichman
deny Dean reported to them.
But if not to them, then to
whom? Dean is unchallenged in
his assertion that, except for his
Sept. 15, 1972 meeting with the
President, he almost never saw
him until their concentrated 35
contacts began in late
February, 1973,

A precocious kindergarten
praduate could figure out that
Richard Nixon must have been
talking more to top aides
Haldeman and Ehrilichman in
that crucial post-Watergale
1972 summer than to anyone
else in his official family.

NEVER about Watergate? Is

SHOWER OF GREENBACKS: Uncle Sam's largesse toward
the oil barons is legendary, but now he may have outdone himself.

A recent Federal Energy Administration ruling will shower
$1.7 million invovernment greenbacks upon Shell and Mohawk oil
companies, which are hardly needy enterprises.

The ruling was made, an FEA spokesman deadpanned, in
order to make oll pricing regulations more consistent,

The new ruling allows the two oil firms to buy Navy oil for
about $5 per barrel, instead of about $9 per barrel.

Not only must the Navy give up $ per barrel for the sake of
consistency, the FEA has ruled, but the Navy must also reim-
burse the two companies for oll they purchased at the higher
price since last October.

Not that the admirals are eager to sell off the crude {rom the
Naval Petroleum Reserves, mind you, They are compelled by
law to pump the oil, supposedly to keep the field ready in case of a
military emergency.

The admirals can't even choose the purchaser. They are
forced to sell the oil to Shell and Mohawk only.

Previously, the FEA permitted the Navy to sell its oll at
prevailing market prices, But the new ruling decrees that the
Navy crude came from wells existing before the Arab oil em-
bargo and, therefore, must be sold at preembargo prices.

Both the Navy and Rep. John Moss, D-Calif., have raised a
howl over the ruling. But the FEA won't reverse itself. A
spokesman claimed that the ruling would help the consumers,
since the ollmen are required to pass their savings on to the
public.

LUCRE FOR LITTON: Apparently, President Nixon has
given his personal approval to a scheme which would eliminate
thousands of civilian employes on military bases and turn their
work over to big defense contractors,

The giants of the industry, such as Lockheed, RCA and ITT,
would take over such functions as transportation, food services,
hospitals, engineering, postal services and aircraft maintenance
on the bases,

The idea of letting commercial contraclors handle the
“operational support services' was concocted by the President's
budget slashers, whose boss is Roy Ash,

One of the chief benefactors of the scheme, it is expected, will
be Litton Industries, the firm founded by Ash. He left Litton 18
months ago to join the White House,

When we first told about the contracting scheme last
December, the budget office claimed the matter was so routine
that Ash was not aware of it. But now it turns out that President
Nixon himself is pushing it.

This is apparent from a packet of documents which Deputy
Defense Secretary William Clements recently distributed to the
various military services.

Among the papers, explaining the new contracting concept, is _
a “"Dear Jim" letter from the President to Defense Secrelary A
James Schlesinger. The letter applauds the “management
program that we launched a year ago.

Survey the various trades and
occupationd so you can narrow
down the field.

Then adopt the experienced
duck hunter’s policy.

He doesn't shoot blindly at the
flock overhead but focusses on
just one duck.

S0 study the advertisements
in your local newspaper or the
trade journals in the special
field you wish to enter,

Those journals are nsually
available in either your public
or the college libraries.

If you live in a large city
where you may wish to link up
with a factory or some other
industry, try to get the name of
the Employment Manager
(Personnel Director) or other
top official.

Then send a brief,
businesslike letter, addressing
it to this man by name,

If you are replying to a blind
ad in the newspaper or a trade
journal, where only a return
box number is listed, then start
out your salutation with
“Gentlemen" instead of per-
sonalized “Dear Mr. Ford.”

Remember, too, that the
primary purpose of your first
letter is just to get an ap-
pointment for a personal in-
terview!

So don't fill it with much
detail but stress major points.

And unless the advertisement
specifically requested a hand-
writlen letter, you better have it
typewritten.

Employers, also are more
receptive to people who already
have jobs, so don’t start out by
flaunting the fact you are
unemployed.

Instead, use this sample first
paragraph as your opening and
pattern after the “Specimen
Letter” on Page 759 of my
college textbook ''Psychology
Applied."

“Since I am looking for a
position with a company which
holds out a future for a person
of my experience, 1 wish to cite
the following qualifications:"

Then indent rather deeply
and tabulate 4 major headings,
as:

1. Business Experience

2. School and Technical
Training

3. Personal Data

4. References

Under the latter, list 3 or 4
people with ““handles" on their
names, such as ‘“Judge" or
Advertising Manager'” or
“President” (as of a bank or
corporation) and ‘‘Reverend."

Briefly outline your major
past business experience,
listing your major job first.

The goal of this letter is to
obtain an interview for you; not
get a job, so keep that definitely
in mind!

Then dress like an executive,
not a long-haired hippie, for
long hair on men connotes dirt
and inefficiency.

For further advice, consult
my flextbook at your local
library or send for my booklet
“Yocational Guidance," en-
closing a long stamped, return
envelope, plus 25 cents,

JERUSALEM (AP) — Henry

as Istael's government meels
for a fateful decision on a troop
separation pact with Syria.

BELFAST, Northern Ireland
{AP) — Militant Protestants to-
day began to carry out their
threat to paralyze essential
services in Northern Ireland in
a showdown with British army
troops sent in to break a two-
week-old general strike.

Angry strike leaders ordered
all Protestant workers except
those in hospitals to walk off
their jobs at midnight. It ap-
peared most were obeying their
stop-work call,

“Let the army bury the
dead,"” declared Glen Barr of
the Ulster Workers' Council,
which is coordinating the
strike, “‘We'll eat grass before
we're beaten,"

Manual workers abandoned
their jobs at the only remaining
power station in operation at
midnight. The electricity sup-
ply, already down to 25 per cent
of normal, was being tapered
off and a total blackout in the
six counties of the British
province was expected within
24 hours unless British soldiers
could keep the plants operating.

Armed forces technicians, in-
cluding turbine operators from
Britain's nuclear submarines,
were expected to take over con-
trol of the power stations. But
the army would not confirm
that they had done so this
morning.

The council ordered the shut-
down of essential services Mon-
day after 500 troops took control
of two Ulster oil depots and 21
gasoline stations,

The new walkouts left the
British government with the
prospect of directing its more
than 16,500 troops in the prov-
ince to maintain electricity,
gas, water and sewage services
and provide Ulster's 1% million
inhabitants with milk, bread
and food.

“Al first we were soldiers,"
said one trooper, “then police-
men, then politicians, and now
petrol pump attendants."

Passes House, Senate

TALLAHASSEE, Fla. (AP)
