The
building wag plucked from Us
foumintioons nnd hurled several
hundred feet. She was knocked
from her chair but the small lights
were still burning on the switch-
board.

She railed Kerrville about 30
miles distant and asked the U. S.
veterans hospital to send aid.
She also got a connection with
the Southern Pacific dispatcher at
San Antonio nnd asked him to
rush doctors and nurses. Through-
out the night she sat at her post,
while tho rescue work went on
nbout her.
