Plans to rev ita lize  San ford 's 
downtown area through Improve­
ments ranging from street re­
surfacing to creating a pedestrian 
mall arc to get underway, after a 
four year delay.

Instructed to "dust off the plans” 
by the city commission. City Man­
ager W.F, “ Pete" Knowles said he 
and the city hall staff will be 
reviewing 'he proposal and updat­
ing costs and the- scope of the work 
Involved.

Knowles expects to have this 
process completed for a report to the 
city commission by the end of April.

The project has been in limbo, 
while Sanford attorney G. Algernon 
Speer took the matter to court. 
First, representing himself and 
some other downtown property 
owners, to the circuit court. He lost. 
On his own he appealed to the 5th 
District Court of Appeal in Daytona 
Beach which rejected the case.

At the time he threatened to take 
(he matter (o [cdcrul court, charging 
i he proposed redevelopment would 
deny his property tights. So far no 
federal action has been filed.

Speer contended that the pro­

posed city sponsored renovations 
downtown would create traffic haz­
ards and would cause property 
values to plummet. He also con­
tended the expenditure of city funds 
to benefit private businesses Is 
unlawful.

The circuit court ruled the project 
served a municipal purpose, would 
not create a hazard and the spend­
ing of money was appropriate.

It was at a cU ) commission 
meeting on May 12. 1980 that the 
commission voied unanimously to 
approve a project for the downtown 
calling for the resurfacing of a

portion of First Street, the Installa­
tion of ground planters with flowers, 
shaded aieas with trees, the chang­
ing from diagonal to straight in 
parking, installation of new street 
lights and the conversion of one-half 
block of Magnolia Avenue south 
from First Street to a pedestrian 
mall.

Cost of the work at the time was 
estimated at‘ $227,000 including 
$138,553 for materials and $88,497 
for use of city labor and equipment.

Knowles has said several times 
over the intervening years, while

the matter was in the courts, that 
costs were escalating dramatically, 
at one hinting 50 percent more 
would be likely.

In 1980. the city had $78,000 in 
Its capital Improvement budget to 
pay part of the cost and the city 

_rommlss'.crf authorized negotiations 
with a local bank for a short term 
(two year) loan for $65,000.

!r. ■•.he years- *!nce. th? city 
commission with each budget has 
continued earmarking $60,000 for 
the project.

T h e  c o m m is s io n  In 1980 
approved the project after receiving

a petition signed by 38 downtown 
property owners and merchants.

Vic Arnett, vice chairman ol the 
Greater Sanford Development 
Corp.. which came up with the plan 
for downtown revitalization, said he 
is happy the project Is now sched­
uled to get underway.

In 1980. It was expected to take* 
four months for the work to be 
completed.

Knowles said Thursday the work 
will probably include Improvements 
In sewer and drainage lines 
downtown as well. —Donna Estes

As proof state probes of Seminole 
Community Action finances have 
been “ a witch hunt." SCA Execu­
tive Director Rev. Amos Jones today 
displayed a letter from the federal 
government approving the agency's 
audits for 1981 and 1982.

SCA's use of federal money had 
been questioned by the U.S. De­
partment of Health and Human 
Services. The state Department of 
Community Affairs cut olT stutc 
funding to the anti-poverty agency, 
citing the fcdcral-SCA dispute as the 
major reason.

Jones said today the letter exon­
erates SCA.

He said It will lx- forwarded to the 
state as part of SCA’s appeal of the 
funding cut.

The letter, signed by Larry E. 
Smith, chief of the division of audit 
resolution of the U.S. Department of 
Health and Human Services, says 
the agency has accepted an In­
dependent audit for the two years 
and finds accounts detailing the use 
of federal funding by SCA In order.

It also notes that SCA at the 
conclusion of the two years had a 
deficit of $8,800 of Its own money.

But Smith said. "Our review of 
the report Indicated that your 
agency's accounting system and 
Internal controls were considered 
adequate, and no costs were ques­
tioned."

Negotiations betv ?en SCA and 
the federal government on its final 
audits have been underway for 
nearly a year.

The Independent audits were 
conducted by Newman. Fender and 
Co., certified public accountants.

While the negotiations were on­
going. the state Department of 
Community Affairs, by letter on 
July 18. 1983. cut off state funding 
for SCA as of June 30. 1983. citing 
as a major reason the Items at issue 
In the negotiations between the 
federal agency and SCA.

The state agency said at the time 
that sums under contention In the 
negotiations were viewed "as an 
example of the agency's continuing 
lack of fiscal accountability."

A department examiner upheld 
the state cut off of funds after a 
hearing.

The slate agency also questioned 
the composition of the SCA board of 
directors which requires In Its 
by-laws a number of elected officials 
and elected representatives of target 
areas served by the agency.

Jones said today the problem at 
the time was that the board had a 
few vacancies.

In follow-up letters the depart­
ment criticized SCA for sponsoring 
a political function on the proposed 
creation of voting districts In San­
ford for the election of four members 
to the city commission, saying at 
the time that SCA Is forbidden to be

Involved In politics.

From the beginning of the dispute 
with the state. Jones has contended 
that the department acted illegally, 
first by cutting ofT state funds and 
then trying to mandate that SCA 
fully resolve the federal aud!‘ Issues 
"within an arbitrary time period."

"The DCA, realizing the error of 
Its ways, but not acknowledging It. 
has since conducted a witch hunt 
related to SCA, with the apparent 
notion that the DCA would nitplck 
SCA to Its death.' Jones said.

MIAMI (UPI) — A thousand policemen 
today secured the ghettos Inflamed by 
the acquittal of policeman Luis Alvarez 
and authorities, announcing a return to 
“ business as usual In Miami." ordered 
blockades lowered and streets reopened.

Injured and 243 were arrested, police 
said.

Heavily armed response teams had 
secured the main thoroughfares of three 
slums, where hundreds of blacks 
screaming “ They let whltcy go!" poured 
Into the streets Thursday night when 
word flashed that an all-white Jury had 
found Alvarez Innocent of manslaughter 
In the killing of a young black man.

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  In a stunning 
acceleration, housing starts leaped 11.2 
percent tn February to their highest level 
In nearly six years, to a rate of 2.2 
million units a year for new residential 
construction, the government said to­
day.

The latest report also showed January 
•had a 16.7 percent Increase over De­
cember. The revision confounded In­
dustry analysts, who almost universally 
considered the lower figures announced 
last month to be overstated.

The two-month resurgence In new 
construction appeared to rival the dra­
matic upturn in housing In 1982 tha* 
preceded the general economic recovery.

"What did they expect?" mused Bill 
Jameson, a black man standing on an 
Overtown street Thursday night. “ They 
had an all-white Jury. They didn't want 
no blacks on the Jury and they let that 
man go."

"This city will be burning tomorrow."
Rock and bottle throwing began even 

before the verdict was read at 9:20 p.m. 
EST and within minutes skirmishes 
were erupting throughout Overtown. But 
police moved swiftly Into the emergency 
plan set up for such a verdict.

Dozens of prowl cars and police vans 
rolled slowly through the dust-blown, 
muggy streets of Overtown through the 
night, shotguns and rifles sticking out of 
open back doors.

A c q u i t t a l
Young blacks broke Into a meat 

market and came running out. their 
arms filled with groceries. Three shots 
rang out when police arrived but appar­
ently no one was hit.

The car of UPI reporter Jose Diaz- 
Balart was attacked on 20th Street by 
"eight or nine kids hiding In the 
buildings." he said. "As you drive by 
they come up. throwing rock and bottles. 
They smashed our windshield. We 
turned a comer and there were about 50 
or 60 people on the streets screaming 
and throwing rocks and bottles.”

UPI reporter Jeff Hardy saw five 
youths smash an empty car with clubs 
and bring up plastic bottles of gasoline to 
pour over tt when 14 police cars 
screeched to a halt around them. Three 
of the youths were arrested.

After eight weeks of testimony, the 
Jury of three men and three women got 
the Alvarez case at 6:06 p.m. EST. and 
reported it had a verdict at 8:15 p.m.

Alvarez. 24. killed Johnson. 20. while 
he was arresting him for carrying a 
concealed weapon. The prosecution said 
he was "a bad cop having a bad day" 
and tried to prove he killed Johnson 
accidentally through gross negligence. 
But Alvarez insisted he shot Johnson In 
self-defense.

The Cuban-born ofTlcer told the Jury he 
killed the slender black man because the 
suspect was reaching for the "Saturday 
night special" lucked in his waistband 
under his sweater.

Alvarez leaped to his feet with Joy 
when the verdict was read and police 
outside the courthouse cheered.

Victims' Rights A m endm ent Gets Support Locally
From Staff mod Wire Report!

A proposed constitutional amendment and a series ot 
bills assuring crime victims the right to be consulted in 
criminal trials and sentenclngs arc supported by a 
Seminole County legislator, area law enforcement 
officials and a local circuit Judge. .

The amendment, profiled for consideration during the 
1984 session of the Florida Legislature. Introduced bv 
Rep. Dexter Lehtlnen. D- Perrinc. would allow crime 
victims to participate in arraignments, trials and 
sentencing hearings — and require the stale to notify 
them of all plea bargains and sentences so they may 
have Input If they wish.

Eighteenth Judicial Circuit Judge Dominick Salfl. who 
for more lhan a year has been Inviting victims of crimes 
to attend the sentencing of the perpetrators of the 
crimes, said. "The overall concept of victim’s rights bl’l

Is long overdue."
"This appears to be a stronger effort io make victims' 

rights part of the law for every Jurisdiction in Florida." 
he said. "1 have found my sc.ttencing hearings better 
from ha\ ing the victims present."

In addition to the constitutional amendment. Lehtinen 
Is sponsoring bills detailing rights of victims during 
prosecution of their attackers and gives victims the 
right to be present during all phases of felony trials and 
requires Judges to consider the psychological impact of a 
crime In addition to physical injury of the victim.

The bills would also permit photographs of stolen

property to be used as evidence, provide faster return of 
evidence to the victim, and forbids convicted criminals 
to profit from sale of books about their crimes. The 
so-called "Son of Sam" provision — named for the New 
York killer of seven women — would earmark such book 
or film royalties first for the victim, second to repay the 
state for court costa. Including the costs of Imprison­
ment in a state institution, and. third, to the state's 
crime compensation fund. No proceeds would go to the 
convict.

Current law calls for the state to have a lien on the 
proceeds of a convicted felon’s literary work and while 
the victim has a secondary right to some of the proceeds 
the convict has a right to 25 percent of the money.

State Rep. Bobby Brantley. R-Longwood. said 
Lehttnen's bills are a compilation of the work of the 
criminal Justice committee In the House over the past

few years.
Brantley said. "I'm  all for It. Over the years we have 

seen an erosion of the rights of victims and more rights 
moving to the accused and the convicted."

"It's time we gave Innocent victims their rights back.

Lehttnen's bills would also require Judges to order 
defendants -  as a condition of bail — to stay away from 
victims or witnesses, to prevent intimidation and allow 
temporary restraining orders to keep defendants from 
threatening victims or witnesses while free on ball.

The bills also require Judges to order probationers to 
make financial restitution to their victims, whenever 
possible, and would make police and prosecutors adopt 
standards for fair treatment of victims and witnesses; 
The latter provision would require prompt notification of

Luther Raymond Noble Is less than 11 Inches 
long — the size of a Ken doll, said an 
administrator at Mlscrlcordla Hospital In the 
Bronx.

Luther, bom about 4 a.m. Wednesday to Mary 
Noble, 35. was breathing partly on his own and 
with the help of a respirator In the hospital's 
neonatal ward. He was In stable condition.

Hospital spokeswoman Pat Krasnausky was 
reluctant to give his chances for survival. "It's 
very hard to say." she said.

Goode told Jurors he enjoyed raping and 
killing children and would do so again unless 
they sentenced him to death.

the victim regarding arrest, ball hearings, release from 
Jail and other matters affecting them.

A final provision In the bill would prevent public 
release of the addresses of victims and witnesses In 
criminal cases.

"There Is a real problem with protecting witnesses." 
Brantley said, detailing the case of a woman In his 
district who, after testifying against a criminal and 
moving away to another state, was pursued In 
correspondence by the convict. The convict was 
threatening to kill the woman when he got out of prison 
on parole." Brantley said. He said he presented evidence 
of the threats to the parole board and successfully 
blocked the man's parole.

Sanford Police Chief Ben Butler and Seminole Sheriffs 
Department Chief Deputy L. D. Harrell also support the 
bills.

Butler especially liked the idea that a convicted 
criminal would be prohibited from making a fortune 
from a book about his criminal exploits.

"That sounds good to me," Butler said. "I don't want 
,a criminal benefiting at all." He said he would also like 
to see some of the proceeds go to law enforcement to 
defray costs of Investigations.

" I f  there is to be a benefit. It should go first to the 
victims, then to law enforcement with nothing for the 
criminal." Butler said.

Harrell called the provision "fantastic."
He said there ought to be some avenue of Involvement 

for the victims. "After all they arc the ones who arc 
suffering. If l were a victim 1 would like to have some 
voice if someone Is dealing away some of the case 
against a criminal," Harrell said.

Salfl. who hears the vast majority of his cases In 
Seminole County, added:

“ I think by filing this type of comprehensive bill lt will 
receive the Involvement of Interested people and we may 
see a good solid comprehensive victims' rights bill come 
out of the Legislature," Salfl said.

He said while he Is not In favor of Infringing on 
prosecutors' rights to make decisions on cases, he favors 
requiring the state to consider input from victims.

Salfl said hr also supports making defendants 
responsible to the victims not only for out of pocket 
expenses, but also the cost of their time, and the 
emotional distress that crime causes them and family 
members.

"I have found the defendants who appear In my court 
when confronted with testimony on the losses caused by 
crime and distress rcspdnd positively lo right those 
wrongs by agreeing to pay significant amounts of money 
over and above out of pocket costs lo compensate the 
victim." he said.

"And l support wholeheartedly a pay back to the 
system which has been sorely overlooked In past years."

A m erica 's  F leet A t  The Ready

CORONADO, Calif. — The Navy H-46 Sea Knight Isn't 
the prettiest aircraft In the Navy's Inventory. And If you 
saw one hovering over Sanford, you might wonder how 
In the world li flies.

John Mann knows. The Sea Knight Is hls job and the 
Navy depends on that.
. Mann, a Navy Commander, is the commanding officer 
of Helicopter Support Squadron Three (HC-31 here. HC-3 
Is a flying link between ships throughout the Pacific and 
the supplies they need to maintain their operational 
readiness.

Mann keeps them flying.
"W e’ve been a dynamic squadron from the very 

start." says the 40-year-old son of Mrs. Roy Mann. 121 
W. 18th St., Sanford. "We started small. I served here In 
1969 as the 25th officer In the squadron. When I left, we 
had over 100 pilots. And we're still flying the H-46."

The Sea Knight Is one of the Navy's largest helicopters 
with a cabin capacity of 20 passengers. A fleet 
workhorse. It can tin four tons and fly at speeds up to 
145 knots (165 mph). The dual tandem rotors help the 
aircraft maneuver safely in virtually all weather 
conditions.

"They're called frogs." says the 19G2 graduate of 
Seminole High School, "because the Marines paint them 
green and they taxi with their nose off the deck. If you 
look at one straight on. It almost looks like a frog."

But behind that unique physical profile of the Sea 
Knight Is a maneuverability unmatched by most 
helicopters Its size.

"With the tandem rotor, you have two blades of equal 
size turning In opposite directions." says Mann. "You 
gain a 25 percent lifting capability from the blades. And 
it can fly In any direction, including backwards."

As the commanding officer. Mann's job is much like

that of a company president.
“ 1 have both the easiest Job in the Navy and the 

hardest." he says.
"The hard part Is that I'm responsible for the proper 

training of 500 pilots, alrcrewmen and technicians. The 
easy part Is that 1 have tremendous people."

Even with multi-million dollar aircraft. Mann feels 
people are the most important aspect In hls Job.

“ We’ve flown over 70.000 hours accident free because 
our crew has pride in their Job and they’re professional." 
says Mann. "We don't have a.,> heroes here; we're all a 
team."

Mann Joined the Navy team In 1967 after graduating 
from the University of Florida at Gainesville with a 
degree In business. He was commissioned at Aviation 

- Officer Candidate School In Pensacola.
"The Navy seemed like the place to grow." he says. "1 

thought being a Navy pilot would be more than a guoJ 
job. I thought It would be the greatest thing In the 
world."

After various duty assignments. Including a tour In 
Vietnam. and receiving hls mAsters.-tegnee-in business 
administration from National University in San Diego. 
Mann assumed command of HC-3 In 1981.

Operating from logistic support ships, helicopters from 
HC-3 transfer combat stores, ammunition, food and 
people In a coordinated shlp-to-shlp airborne ballet 
called vertical replenishment.

The aerial display Includes two aircraft which fly In a 
figure-eight tandem between the supply ship and 
receiving ship carrying a maximum 180 tons of supplies 
In one hour.

In 1982. the squadron moved Intc a dual mission. 
While supplying detachments to logistics ships. It was 
also the sole training squadron for all pilots, alrcrewmen 
and maintenance technicians working with the H-46 Sea 
Knight. Soon the squadron's only mission will be to

train H-46 technicians and pilots.
"W e support the Achilles heel of the battle groups." 

says Mann. "We provide food, equipment and stores to 
ships. Most ships can only operate 15 to 30 days without 
being re supplied. We sustain those battle groups.

"This year alone, wc moved almost 45 million pounds

of cargo and transferred 16.000 people."
Mann feels hls Navy decision was the right choice.
“ It's been a real adventure." he says. "I find 1 still get! 

the same excitement flying when 1 did in my first flight. I 
Flying is a freedom you can't explain unless you've ■ 
experienced It."

Author: Sirhan Sirhan May Not Have Killed Robert Kennedy

Angeles County Coroner Dr. Thom­
as Noguchi weakens the official 
finding that Kennedy was shot 
while Sirhan was standing 3-4 feel 
In front of him.

"What Impresses me was the fact 
the powder burns were In the back 
of the head and Sirhan was In 
front," Roberts said In a telephone 
Interview from New York.

He suggested that a second 
gunman — either a security guard 
who admitted to drawing his 
weapon or a "questionable couple 
with an evil Intent" — fired the shot 
that hit the New York senator In the 
head as he was walking through the 
kitchen of the Ambassador Hotel 
after a victory speech In the June 
1968 C a lifo rn ia  D em ocratic  
primary.

EPA Being Urged To Ban Lead 
And EDB In Gasoline By 1986

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  A coali­
tion of stales, cities, physicians. 
Conservation and consumer groups 
is urging the Environmental I’ ro- 
iectlon Agency to ban lead and 
Cancer-causing EDB and ethelyenc 
tHchlprlde In gasoline, 
t Leading the challenge were the 
states of Illinois and Massachusetts 
and the cities of New York and 
Cljjcago. Florida officials filed a 
separate request, and New York 
Gov. Mario Cuomo said he will Join 
In the action In a few days.

| A petition filed Thursday to EPA 
Administrator William Ruckelshaus 
urged him to prohibit use of lead. 
EDB and ethylene dlchlorlde from 
gasoline by Jan. 1. 1986.

If federal officials ban leaded gas. 
th^re would then be no technical 
jieed  to add can cer-cau s in g  
ethelyenc dlbroinldc and ethelyenc 
dlchlorlde to gasoline, the coalition 
rioted. The two chemicals act as 
cleansers to remove lead buildup In 
.engines.
; The coalition cited three major 
,-heplth concerns:
; —‘ ‘ M o u n tin g  e v id e n c e  o f 
ch ild h o o d  n e u ro lo g ic a l and

behavioral disorders from small 
amontsof lead."

—"The potential cancer hazard 
for millions of people from EDB and 
ethelyenc dlchlorlde."

—"The destruction of millions of 
pollutlon-rcUuclhg catalytic; con­
verter* in car* which are mlsfuelcd 
with leaded gasoline."

Ruckelshaus said Monday the 
EPA is considering an acceleration 
of the nationwide "phase down" In 
leaded gasoline. He noted surveys 
have shown that about one-fifth of 
U.S. motorists with cars that require 
unleaded gasoline use leaded gas 
anyway.

In a massive study last year of the 
nation's lead contamination pro­
blem. EPA scientists concluded that 
cutting back on lead pollution, 
particularly in the air. "would then 
result In significant widespread 
reductions in levels of lead In 
human blood."

EPA officials said as long ago as 
October the agency has been con­
sidering a ban on leaded gas.

About 120 million pounds of lead 
gets Into the air In the United States 
each year, mainly from motor vehi­
cle exhaust.

While scientists have not de­
termined exactly what levels of lead 
exposure begin to cause health 
problems, low level exposure is 
linked to childhood learning dis­
abilities, lower Intelligence test 
scores,.and poorer classroom per­
formance.

At high exposure levels, lead 
contamination can cause central 
nervous system disorders as well as 
Impairment of mental processes, 
retardation and even death.

"The time has come to get the 
lead out. finally and completely." 
said Eric Goldstein, attorney for the 
Natural Resources Defense Council. 
"The health and well-being of mil­
lions of children Is riding on how 
quickly and decisively EPA acts."

The coalition died figures show­
ing 300,000 pounds of EDB and a 
sim ilar amount o f ethelyenc 
dlchlorlde get Into the air annually 
from tailpipes.

The EPA In recent months an­
nounced a series of actions aimed at 
restricting EDB use as a pesticide In 
a wide variety of foods. But the 
overwhelming amount of EDB 
production In the United States goes 
into gasoline.

Roberts said the doubls raised in 
this case — along with similar
q u e s t io n s  su rro u n d in g  the 
assassinations of President John F. 
Kennedy and Dr. Martin Luther 
King — requires Congress "to  open 
it up once and for all."

"It seems to be a constant busi­
ness o f t r y in g  to co v e r  up 
assassinations." he said.

If you or your child operate a three-wheel 
motor vehicle on a Florida roadway, 
Seminole County Sheriff John Polk says 
you should know you are subject to traffic 
and safety laws.

There has been an Increase In the 
number of people operating three-wheel 
motorcycles In the county and Polk said 
that both parents and children should be 
aware that these "all-terrain vehicles arc 
u n d er  th e  sam e r e s t r ic t io n s  as 
motorcycles," Florida statutes related to 
motorcycles state that for a person to 
operate a motorcycle on a roadway, the 
cycle and the driver must be licensed, and 
riders must wear protective headgear and 
an eye-shield as well as meet numerous

other requirements.
It Is a violation of the law to operate a 

three-wheel vehicle along the shoulder 
(dirt border) of a paved road, if the driver 
and the vehicle do not meet state re­
quirements. This. Polk said, is because the 
shoulder is considered to be part of the 
roadway and is an area subject to Florida 
traffic law-*.

You must have permlsson of the owner 
before you can legally ride on private 
property. Polk said. But a dirt road located 
on private property and leading directly to 
a home could be used for riding one of 
these vehicles without violating the law.

In clarifying his position on access to 
subdivision roadways, which have limited

access to property owners living in that 
subdivision. Polk said unlicensed three- 
wheelers cannot be ridden on such streets.

If you have questions related to the legal 
use of such vehicles. Polk said you should 
call the shell ITs department or another law 
enfocement agency and ask for a clarifica­
tion of the rules of the road.

"Our concern Is twofold.”  Polk said. 
"Not only for the driver of these vehicles, 
who would be difficult to see from another 
moving vehicle, but we're concerned for 
the safety of other persons using the roads 
as well.”  If a motorist had to make a 
sudden turn to avoid hitting one of these 
three-wheelers it might cause that vehicle 
to veer Into oncoming traffic, he said.

Minimum Wage
The summer sub-minimum wage proposed by 

the Reagan administration must be passed If 
Congress Is serious about reducing black teenage 
unemployment.

The Reagan p r o p e l  lowers the minimum wage 
from 33.35 to $2.50 an hour for workers under 22 
who are hired between May and September. The 
administration hopes to cut the appalling 50 
percent black teenage unemployment rate by 
m aking unskilled youths more attractive to 
employers looking for summer help.

Black teenagers suffer from high unemployment 
because they lack Job skills. And they lack Job 
skills. In part, because the minimum wage has 
priced unskilled labor out o f the Job market. 
Consequently, by the time these youths reach 
their 22nd birthdays, they are essentially non­
persons having no Job experience, no references 
and no employment opportunities.

Decreasing the minimum wage by 75 cents will 
not mean sweatshop wages for black teenagers. 
Rather, it w ill help them obtain Jobs simply 
because labor Is more affordable when It is 
Inexpensive. From 1890 to 1930, before there was 
a minimum wage, employment levels for blacks 
and whites were even. In the late 1940s. before the 
minimum wage began growing by leaps and 
bounds, black teenage unemployment was less 
than or equal to white teenage unemployment. 
Today, the unemployment rate for black teenagers 
Is double the rate for teenagers as a whole.

Indeed, the sub-minimum wage would create 
service-related Jobs that businesses currently can't 
afford to offer — delivery boys, ushers, elevator 
operators, and so on.
1 Certain members o f Congress have been good at 
decrying President Reagan's efforts on behalf o f 
the poor and the disadvantaged, but they have 
Been very bad at doing anything more for them 
than keeping them on the dole. The sub-minimum 
Wage sohould be enacted before schools close for 
Summer vacation.

: The recent Supreme Court ruling that it is 
constitutional for cities to Include Nativity scenes 
in' Christmas displays was as sensible as it was 
significant.
J Moreover, the ruling reflects the Court's aware- 
dess that the First Amendment prohibition against 
government establishment o f a religion does not 
p reven t gove rn m en t from  reco gn iz in g  the 
existence o f religion. As Chief Justice Warren 
Burger so aptly said In the Court's majority 
Opinion, the Establishment Clause does not 
^require complete separation o f church and state; 
i| aflirmptlvely mandates accommodation, not 
lyicrcly tolerance, o f all religions, and forbids 
hostility toward any."
! In recent years, numerous lower courts have 
been neither tolerant nor accommodating of any 
pellglon when ruling on questions o f church and 
qtate. Some Judges so distorted the constitutional 
ijan on the establishment o f religion that they all 
hut prohibited government acknowledgement o f 
Religion.
! C h ristm as is ce leb ra ted  In A m erica  and 
throughout the world as both a religious and a 
jocular holiday. Nevertheless, the mere existence 
t)f the secular celebration is the result o f the 
holiday's historic, religious origin, signified by the 
Nativity. Thus, as the chief Justice emphasized, to 
suggest that the inclusion o f a creche in a public 
Christmas display "pose(s) a real danger o f 
Establishment o f a state church is far-fetched 
Ihdeed."
! Th is decision concerned a Pawtucket, R.I., 
Christmas display that Included a creche along 
ytth  such secular symbols o f Christmas as Santa 
Claus, reindeer and Christmas trees. It did not 
dpell out whether a city could have a Nativity 
tfcene without the accompanying secular symbols 
qnd that question remains open. But the manner 
ip which Chief Justice Burger framed the court's 
itiajority opinion and the 5-4 vote In the Pawtucket

. Iraq War

The war between Iran and Iraq, wtilch 
began in 1980, has received only 
minimal coverage in the United States, 
but it could explode at any time with 
ominous results.

What concerns Western governments 
is that the Iranian regime, headed by 
the fanatical Ayatollah Khomeini, could 
carry through on Its threat to close the 
Strait of Hormuz, the vital waterway 
through which seven million barrels of 
oil are shipped dally to Western 
countries.

Both President Reagan and Prime 
Minister Thatcher of Britain have 
warned that they might use force to 
keep the Strait open, but the Ayatollah 
would relish the, turmoil that could 
result In the United States. There's no 
assurance that President Reagan's polit­
ical opposition would Join him In 
defending the national interest and the 
vital economic Interests of our NATO 
allies. Also, while the American people 
approved the Grenada operation, it Is by 
no means certain that they would favor 
naval action on the other side of the 
world, even though it might be neces­
sary to prevent another global oil crisis.

The more one looks at the war 
between Iran and Iraq, however, the 
more one Is led to the conclusion that a 
huge new explosion Is building as a 
result of the conflict. The war beteen the 
two countries is partly a contest be­
tween dictatorial leaders. More signifi­
cantly. It is a clash between the Shiite 
and Sunni Moslem sects.

This conflict has been raging since the 
early days of the Muslim religion. Iran, 
with three times the population of Iraq, 
Is predominantly Shiite. This sect now 
occupies a controlling position in 
Lebanon. Saudi Arabia, which Is more 
Western-oriented. Is the heartland of the 
Sunni sect.

If Iraq is overwhelmed by Iran, the 
fanatical hordes of the Ayatollah will 
turn their attention elsewhere, against 
Saudi Arabia, the oil-rich Gulf states, or 
Israel — or all three at once. Indeed It's 
reasonable to conclude that Iranian 
pressure will be applied against all these 
states In the decade ajicad. with grave 
consequences for the United States. The 
problems the United Slates has experi­
enced in Lebanon since 1982 may be 
only a small taste of what is to come.

The U.S. and the West generally faces 
a peculiarly disturbing threat from this 
quarter. Soviet moves are carefully 
calculated. Iran, however, proceeds on a 
basis of religious fanaticism. A corre­
spondent for the Times of London 
recently cited Iran's use of young boys 
on the war front. Large numbers of 
sdldlers in their early teens "push 
forward in waves two or three hundred 
at a time, only sometimes preceded by 
an artillery bombardment and rarely 
given air cover." It reminds one of the 
human wave attacks employed by the 
Chinese Communists In Korea. The 
results are an appalling number of 
casualties but the negation of much of 
Iraq's advanced armaments.

This Is the type of cdfiflict Americana 
want to stay well away from. Unfortu­
nately, the oil resources of the Persian 
Gulf impact directly on the economic 
well-being of the entire Western Indus­
trial world. The U.S. cannot Ignore the 
high stakes Involved in the fanatical 
strife.
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The Hart Phenomenon
NEW YORK (NEA) -  What shall we 

make of Gary Hart's unexpected victo­
ries over Walter Mondale tn the various 
New England Democratic primaries?

The first thing to remember Is that all 
this pulling and hauling is going on 
within a wildly unrepresentative seg­
ment of the U.S. population. Reading 
the papers or watching television, one * 
could be forgiven for supposing that 
American public opinion as a whole is 
violently torn between Hart and Mon­
dale, with Hart currently tn the lead 
nothing could be farther from the truth. 
There are those (and I am one of them) 
who resent the disproportionate atten­
tion that New Hampshire and a few 
other small slates manage to focus on 
themselves every four years by holding 
their presiden tia l caucuses and 
primaries earlier than anybody else. 
With all this attention, moreover, comes 
considerable clout: It is not impossible 
for the outcome of u piddling New 
Hampshire primary or Maine caucus or 
Vermont "beauty contest" — let alone 
all three together — to alter the whole 
course of a presidential nomination 
battle, as presently may be happening.

But at least a Republican primary tn 
New Hampshire tends to reflect, howev­
er Imperfectly, the views of a significant 
proportion of that state's population. 
The people who participate in New 
Hampshire's Democratic politics, on the 
other hand, include a highly dispropor­
tionate share of young liberals recently 
up from New York and Massachusetts 
and steeped In the leftist ethos of their 
cities. In both New Hampshire and 
Verm ont, there are D em ocratic 
caucuses in plenty of picturesque little 
towns where Bella Abzug would *fecl 
right at home.

The news, therefore, that Gary Hart 
did well in the recent Democratic 
contests in northern New England tells 
us very little about the true sentiments

of the general population of those states. 
All three will be Bolldly for Reagan In 
November.

Nevertheless, some curious sort ol 
sentiment was pretty clearly stirring 
among those Democrats who did vote, 
and It is worth reflecting what it might 
be. Was It an unexpectedly strong 
attraction to Gary Hart? He Is not 
unappealing. In a craggy. Western sort 
of way. He is also relatively young, and 
has munaged (so Tar) to avoid being 
stereotyped as cither a liberal or a 
conservative, in Democratic terms.

On the other hand, there were signs in 
New Hampshire — the NBC exit polls on 
primary day were one — that many a 
Democrat was not so much enamored of 
Gary Hart as dissatisfied, for one reason 
or another with Waller Mondale. Mon­
dale is a pleasant man (I am told he even 
displays, in private, a commcndauly dry 
wit), as well as a thoroughly competent, 
workman-like politician. But he has all 
the charisma of a pet rock.

Worse yet. he is — or rather was — 
way out ahead. He had the endorsement 
of Big Labor (something unprecedented 
In our recent history, at this stage of the 
Democratic nomination battle), as well 
as plenty of money and the support of 
every Democratic politician with an eye 
for the main chance — in other words, 
practically all of them. What he had 
going against him was boredom, and 
therefore the media. When Hart came in 
second In Iowa, the media naturally 
tagged Mondale as the giant and Hart 
and Jackson began beating their tom­
toms. This wouldn't have mattered In 
the slightest If the Democratic voters of 
northern New England hadn't taken the 
hint. But they did: They went for Hart 
and creamed Mondale, and now It's a 
brand-new ball game. Especially with 
Mondale's showing in Alabama and 
Florida and Delaware.

SCIENCE WORLD
, a m, IAssassins, 
Polyester .t 
Arteries

More than half of the 4.000 people 

who threatened to harm the president or 
others under Secret Service protection 
tast year had a history of mental Illness, 
the National Academy of Sciences 
reports.

As a result, a committee of the 
academy's Institute of Medicine has 
recommended that Secret Service 
agents undergo more training In mental 
health concepts.

But the panel said behavioral science 
has little to offer when It comes to 
predicting who is likely to try to attack a 
president.

"Assassination and its prevention are 
an extremely complex area of human 
behavior that is not well understood by 
behavioral scientists or clinicians." the 
committee's report said. "There are at 
present no scientifically valid models to 
predict who will be assassins.

"Secret Service agents themselves are 
the most experienced persons In Judg­
ing the dangerousness of potential 
assassins." said the committee headed 
by W. Walter Mcnnlnger. head of law 
and psychiatry at the Mcnnlnger 
Foundation.

A British textile producer has devel­
oped a new type knitted polyester 
artificial artery.

The vessel was developed by the 
C o a t s  P a t r o n  G ro u p  a n d  Is 
manufactured by Vascutck Ltd. of 
Glasgow. Vascutek said the new artery 
can replace any of the main arteries 
throughout the body with a diameter 
greater than 8 millimeters. The com­
p a n y  said the artery lias substantia) 
advantages over woven synthetic veins.

The new knitted vessel was approved 
for sale in the United Stales in De­
cember by the Food and Drug Ad­
ministration and the company said the 
arteries have already been implanted in 
several dozen patients.

The use of thyroid supplements docs 
not Increase the risk of breast cancer, 
contrary to an earlier study, researchers 
say in the Journal of the American 
Medical Association.

A 1976 study linked Increased risk of 
breast cancer to treatment with thyroid 
supplement medications.

Daniel A. Hoffman and colleagues at 
the National Cancer Institute and M:yo 
Clinic studied 1,665 hypothyroid 
women who were treated at the Mayo 
Clinic between 1946 and 1964.

They found no Increase in breast 
cancer associated with the supplements.

The researchers said there was an 
excess of breast cancer only among the 
women who also had a history of breast 
biopsy. They said the Increased in­
cidence seemed unrelated to the 
medication because a similar excess 
was seen among 1.584 women with a 
previous breast biopsy who had not 
received thyroid supplements.

"These findings do not support an 
earlier contention that the use of thyroid 
supplements Increases the risk of breast 
cancer." the researchers said.

He fought fiercely for the $8.4 htlllon 
U.S. subsidy to the. International 
Monetary Fund, which will help keep 
the big banks solvent until another fix is 
needed. Now he's trying to spread the 
risk by pressuring the smaller banks to 
grant more loans to Third World 
governments.

These bankers don't want to flush 
good money down the drain after the 
bad. banking sources tell me. But 
Volcker Is using the regulatory club to

persuade the smaller banka to make the 
loans. The pressure has been brought 
quietly by the Fed's regional ad­
ministrators.

Volcker contends that the only way to 
keep the Indebted nations from de­
faulting is to continue loaning them 
money until they produce their way out 
of the crisis. He has rushed to the rescue 
of one troubled nation after another 
with emergency loans.

Volcker was the power behind the 
scenes, for example, who saved Mexico 
from bankruptcy in late 1982. I have 
reviewed a 104-page study by the 
International Monetary Fund, which 
began pumping money into the depleted 
Mexican coffers. It's the fund's function 
to provide bailout money to nations In 
need, but private loans to the faltering 
government would hardly be considered 
good banking practice.

Yet according to the study, which Is 
stamped "Confidential" and "Not For 
Public Use," 526 commercial banks 
outside Mexico granted the government 

' a staggering $5 billion in loans. Most of 
these generous lenders were U.S. banks 
under Volcker's jurisdiction.

This la Just the beginning. Declares

the study: "An Important source of 
external financing for 1984 will be $3.8 
billion from the commercial banks." 
And the study assumes that the Mex­
ican government will continue "new 
borrowing In the order of $3 billion to $4 
billion a year during 1985-89...."

In return for all these billions, the 
Mexican government has adopted sev­
eral strict fiscal reforms that have been 
hard on the populace but have 
stabilized the economy. Reports (he 
study: "The economic program adopted 
by the Mexican authorities in late 1982 
... has brought about a sharp turn 
around in economic conditions and has 
helped Mexico to begin to recover from 
the severe economic crisis experienced 
in 1982."

But there are some clouds on the 
horizon. Here are the warnings cited tn 
the confidential report:

— "The structure of Interest charged 
on loans have resulted in certain 
distortions and may affect adversely the 
recovery of private Investment."

— "The recently awarded minimum 
wage Increase of 30 percent raises 
questions about the margin remaining 
for wage policy during the rest of 1984.

... Great care will have to be taken to 
avoid relgnltlng Inflationary pressures."

— "The real effective exchange rate 
Index shows a significant depreciation 
with regard to previous years, but It has 
appreciated somewhat In recent 
months."

— "The ban on a list of consumer 
goods and Items competing with 
domestic production ... has to be viewed 
with concern."

— "Mexico will continue to face large 
debt servicing requirements in the years 
to come because of the size and term 
structure of its outstanding external 
debt."

Yet the study declares frankly thpt 
"Mexico will need to count on tl)e 
continued cooperation of the Interna­
tional financial community In coping 
with Its financing need and handling its 
debt repayment schedule."

Thus far. Volcker's skillful Juggling 
has saved Mexico from financial col­
lapse. But there arc dozens of govern­
ments In similarly precarious sh ap f.^  
The trick is to Juggle hundreds pf 
billions of dollars that are owed bilt 
can't be paid. A slip-up could cause Hie 
scandal of the decade.

If you enjoy astrology, 
you probably have some­
thing In common with 
gardeners who swear by 

."companion planting.”  An 
astrologer might tell you 
Jhat people born in March 
are compatible with those 
born In September, while ^ -  
people bom In June don't get along with those born In 
September.

Well, old-time gardeners will tell you that certain 
vegetables grow well together, while others do not. This 
theory is called "companion planting," a practice 
old-timers have sworn bv for years.

Companion planting Is as old as gardening Itself, a 
tradition, rich In folklore. It's a method that takes 
advantage of natural likes and dislikes among plant 
families. But. there Is very little scientific research to 
support companion planting. The theories behind this 
practice have been developed mostly by gardeners 
thcmclves, through years of gardening trial and error. 
Companion planting should not. preclude a good 
fertilizer program In our sandy soils. But. generations of 
very proficient gardeners have sworn by companion 
planting, and there Just mav be something to It!

Why. for example, do tomatoes and parsley make a 
good twosome? Or. why carrots and dill are not 
compatible? These findings are based on gardener 
observations. For instance, old-timers say that planting 
crops with deep-root systems close to plants with 
shallow-root systems will enlarge the feeding area for 
the shallow-rooted plants by loosening the compacted 
subsoil. According to this theory, this Is why lettuce, a 
shallow-rooted plant, may grow well next to carrots, 
which are deeper rooted. Also, they say that planting 
radishes along with lettuce and carrots enhances the 
growth of all three vegetables.

Companion-planting gardeners have explained the 
compatibility ot celery and leek in two ways. First, leek 
Is an upright plant and celery Is a bushy one. When 
planted together, the leek becomes longer, because It 
stretches to find light above the celery. Second, the roots 
of the two plants may occupy different levels In the soli. 
Both ore potash lovers, and growing at different soil 
levels allows both plants to get an adequate supply of 
this needed nutrient.

The key to surccsslu) companion gardening, accord­
ing to practitioners. Is to get the companion plants Into 
the ground together. One method Is to plant zigzag, 
rather than in straight rows, with (he companion 
vegetables tucked Into each other. Many gardeners plant 
In sections, with corn, squash, beans, and cucumbers In 
one section; strawberries and spinach In another; 
carrots, lettuce, and radishes In a third: and soon.

Many old-timers Insist that companion planting 
provides some measure of disease control, promotes 
greater plant growth, and helps repel Insect pests. 
Common gardening sense tells us that when plants are 

I In a healthy condition, they arc belter able to withstand 
attacks by pests. However, even healthy plants are 
somewhat vulnerable to insects. So, a wide army of 
chemical sprays have been produced to aid In Insect 

'.control. Yet. some gardeners believe there Is an 
alternative lo pesticides — one Involving using aromatic 
herbs and flowers Interspersed throughout the garden. 
There Is no scientific evidence to prove that herbs and 
flowers actually can reduce insect damage. Herb- 
companion gardeners believe that the lnsect-repcllant 

^quality of herbs, and certain flowers. Is In their powerful 
aroma.

In the flower department. Marigolds have been called 
the "workhorses" of the pest deterrents, naming 
Marigolds throughout the garden is said to discourage 
nematodes, beetles, and other Insects. Another one, the 
Nasturtium, also Is considered to be a must for the 

'tompanlon garden. They arc believed to enhance the 
growth of radishes and cucumbers, while repelling 
aphids, squash bugs, and pumpkin bugs.

Aromatic herbs, such as Rosemary and Sage are 
supposed to Improve the growth of cabbage, beans, and 
carrots by repelling cabbage moths, bean beetles, and 
carrot flies. Ethuslasls also claim Tansy Is an excellent 
plant to grow under fruit trees, as well as around roses 
and strawberries. Supposedly. Tansy repels most flying 
Insects. Including Japanese beetles, cucumb i beetles, 
and squash bugs —- even earthbound ants.

Other herhs and flowers recommended uy believers 
Include Summer Savory. Tarragon, and Thyme for use 
throughout the .garden. Perhaps the hetb richest In 
folklore is the Yarrow plant. Yarrow has been called the 
'!herb's herb," because It supposedly enhances the 
essential oil production in any other herb it's planted 

,near..It's the aromatic qualities of these oils that arc 
• believed to repel Insects.

.Remember, there is no scientific proof that companion 
planting Increases productivity of your garden, or that 
herbs and flowers repel Insects. If you're-considering 
trying these age-old remedies, do so only In addition to 
recommended, research-based, vegetable garden cultur­
al practices. Happy gardening!

Task Force Issues Hospital 
Cost Containm ent Suggestions

TALLAHASSEE IUPI) -  Florida's 
Hospital Cost Containment Board 
should be given more authority to 
keep hospital budgets In line, but 
Insurance Com m issioner Bill 
Gunter's plan to give It full rate- 
setting authority goes loo far. a 
blue-ribbon task force says.

The Task Force on Competition 
and Consumer Choices In Health 
Care also proposed a state Medicaid 
pool to help cover the costs of health 
care for the poor, and suggested 
that hospitals restrict staff privileges 
for doctors who run up extravagent 
medical expenses.

The task force's 42 proposals, 
released Thursday, range from 
limiting hospital construction plans 
that would drive up patient costs, to 
creating public school programs 
that teach students everything from

basic hygiene to medical economics.
The panel's suggestions also bring 

the insurance Industry Into the 
cost-containment effort. The task 
force encouraged insurers to write 
policies with Incentives for less- 
expensive outpatient surgery when 
possible and. If the law permits, to 
offer discounts for "healthy lifestyle 
practices."

The 459-page. 1 H-Inch-thfck 
report culminates 16 months of 
study by the 19-mcmber task force, 
which was headed by former Sen. 
Robert McKnlght of Miami.

The task force was created by the 
1982 Legislature to get a handle on 
spiraling costs of health care In 
Florida, which promises to be one of 
the biggest Issues of the coming 

•■'.cgislat!YDM»tMon.
ihc recommendation* stem from

the task force's preference to let 
hospitals. Insurers and consumers 
take steps to limit the cost of health 
rare, rather than having the gov­
ernment step in and take over.

Hospital revenues have risen 
118.7 percent between 1979 and 
1983. the governor's office said.

Gunter wants the state hospital 
board to have full rate-setting 
authority over hospitals, but an aide 
said the Insurance commissioner Is 
pleased by the task force recom­
mendation of a three-tier approach 
with more room for voluntary com­
pliance.

The task force also recommended 
that stale Medicaid payments be 
increased to entice more hospitals to
accept the health-care ptorflWP the 
poor.

'Boiler Room' Law 
Proposed By Lewis

MIAMI (UP!) — In a continuation or his fight against 
companies capitalizing on the sale of federal oil and gas 
leases. Comptroller Gerald Lewis called Thursday for 
legislation restricting "boiler room" telephone sales 
tactics.

Lewis' comments came during a press conference at 
which he Issued cease and desist orders against 25 
Bouth Florida companies he accused of fraudulently 
selling oil and gas leases.

Meanwhile. In Tallahassee, state Sen. Joe Carluccl. 
D-Jacksonville. said he would Introduce legislation 
making It a felony to use fraudulent telephone pitches In 
the sale of securities, commodities or other Investments.

Carluccl said his bill would "make Florida a ver;, 
uncomfortable place to operate a boiler room."

Lewis said "boiler room" sales activities, which have 
been particularly active in south Florida, feature 
telephone solicitations that carefully omit information 
about any drawbacks In a sale.

In the oil and gas leases for Alaskan lands, he said, the 
25 companies did not tell potential customers that the 
federal government was selling mineral rights for $1 an 
acre. Lewis said the companies sold some leases for 
$250 an acre.

Lewis has now ordered 73 companies to stop 
telephone solicitations In the state In the past six 
months. He said the companies had been selling the 
leases without registering with his office.

Lewis has sharply criticized the federal lease program, 
In the past accusing (he government of being a 
participant In a system that defrauds the public.

While he was announcing the cease and desist orders, 
members of his staff were in Washington to testify at 
congressional hearings on changes in the system.

Teachers Charged 
With Student AbOse

MIAMI (UPI) — Dade County administrators are 
expected next week to request suspensions for three 
teachers charged with abusing students, officials say.

Incidents Include kindergarten children who were 
locked In a dark closet and a retarded boy who was 
struck with a wooden sandal. Teachers charged were 
Theresa Genoese, a Miami Carol City High School 
teacher for the profoundly mentally handicapped; 
Shirley Brown, a kindergarten teacher at Palm Lakes 
Elementary School and Vaughn Marshall, a primary 
teacher at Oliver Hoover Elementary School, officials 
said Thursday.

Both Ms. Genoese and Mrs. Brown denied the 
allegations. Marshall could not be reached for comment.

The allegations stem from a report by the school 
system's Special Investigative Unit following com­
plaints.

Ms. Genoese. 29. a teacher of handicapped students at 
Carol City since 1980. has been accused of throwing a 
wooden sandal at a profoundly mentally handicapped 
boy. School officials said Ms. Genoese provided false 
information on an accident report.

Ms. Genoese told school officials the boy was 
misbehaving and began rapping his hand on a table. 
She said she became annoyed and removed one of her 
wooden sandals and threw it at the boy.

School officials said Ms. Genoese misinformed them 
because she said the sandal hit the wall. She said she 
saw the boy’s head bleeding, but attributed It to a fall.

An aide who witnessed the Incident said the sandal 
struck the boy's head, requiring three stlches to close.

"Obviously the teacher intentionally provided false 
Information on the accident report," Carol City principal 
Camell White said In a memorandum recommending a 
30-day suspension.

Mrs. Brown. 30. who has taught in county schools for 
seven years, has been accused of hitting several 
klndergartners with a pointer and closing some of her 
students in a darkened closet.

"U Is the conclusion of the Investigation that Mrs. 
Brown has hit the children with a pointer and has placed 
them In a storage room closet with the door closed and 
the lights out.”  an Investigator wrote.

Mrs. Brown, who faces a 30-day suspension, was once 
reprimanded by the Dade School Board for spanking a 
child.

Marshall. 29. Is accused of slapping students on the
hand with a ruler.

As Fornicator 
Awarded $827,000
TULSA. Okla. (UPI) — Three elders of the Church of 

Christ will appeal a jury award of >827,000 to a woman 
they publicly denounced for fornication.

Marian Guinn. 36. of Tulsa, a divorced mother o f four, 
had sued Collinsville. Okla.. Church of Christ elders Ron 
Witten. Ted Moody and Allen Cash for >1.35 million 
alleging they Invaded her privacy and Intentionally 
caused her emotional distress.

Jurors deliberated five hours Thursday and ruled Ms. 
Guinn va s  entitled to >827.000 in actual and punitive 
damages, but attorneys said the maximum she could 
receive under state law was >3^0,000.

The elders read a letter to their 100-membcr 
congregation Oct. 4. 1981. telling them that Ms. Guinn 
whs a fornicator and they should have nothing to do 
with her.

Ms. Guinn admitted having an affair with a Collinsville 
man, but refused to make the public confession the 
elders demanded.

Winter Park Man Gets
A Winter Park man who 

pleaded guilty to robbing the 
same Casselberry bank twice 
has been sentenced In circuit 
court to 3Vti years In prison.

Jeffery Gordon Dewar. 28. of 
2272 King Henry Court, was 
sentenced by Clcult Judge Rob­
ert McGregor for two robberies 
of the Southeast Bank. 1099 
Semoran Blvd. He could have 
received up to 15 years for the 
hold-ups.

According to court records. 
Dewar entered the bank on 
Sept. 21. handed the teller a 
note demanding money and 
escaped with about 85,000.

Dewar went to the same bank 
on Oct. 28 and handed a teller a 
note saying. "I have a weapon, 
give me money, and be quick 
about It."

After th. teller gave him 
84,000 cash. Dewar said. 
"Thank you and hav* a nice 
day.”  and left. Bank manager

John Graham witnessed the 
robbery. Jumped In his van and 
followed Dewar to Orlando be­
fore spotting a police officer who 
arrested him and recovered the 
loot.

Graham told police he got a 
"funny feeling" when he saw 
Dewar walk Into the bank 
shortly before 3 p.m.. causing 
him to turn on the bank's 
cameras and silent alarm 
system.

Dewar was sentenced ac­
cording to the new sentencing 
guidelines which recommended 
a 3'/4- to 4 Wycar sentence.

He was given credit for 129 
days served.

In other court action, an 
Orlando man who pleaded no 
contest to driving under the 
Influence manslaughter was 
sentenced to three years in 
prison and four years probation.

Iraq Said To Recapture 
Position In Fierce Battle

BAGHDAD. Iraq (UPI) — Iraq recaptured the 
northern section of oil-rich Majnoon Island from 
occupying Iranian forces in fierce fighting on the 
southern Persian Gulf war battlefront. govern­
ment sources said.

A government official In the Iraqi capital of 
Baghdad said Thursday the Iraqi army was 
pushing toward the south of Majnoon in a drive 
to dislodge the Iranian force that seized the 
80-square mile Iraqi Island three weeks ago.

Majnoon. t v t w . made built over a rich 
but untapped oil field, lies In marshlands north 
of the southern Iraqi port city Basra.

Thi Iraq military high rnmmarid made no 
mention of fighting on Majnoor. but the ranking 
government official, who a<ked not to be 
Identified, said. “ Iraq captured the northern 
part, now its forces arc moving south,"

Hussein Hurts Talks
By United Press International

— U.S. officials believe King Hussein's blast at 
the U.S. role In the Middle East has put an end 
to any Middle East negotiating progress for the 
next year.

The Reagan plan, which envisaged a Palesti­
nian solution based on confederation between 
Jordan and the West Bank and Gaza, already 
was dead In the water. Hussein's broadside. In 
an Interview In the New York Times Thursday, 
finished It off. since Jordan's active cooperation 
would be required for such a confederation to 
take place.

In the Interview. Hussein gave what observers 
said was the gloomiest assessment In years of 
prospects for peace In the Middle East.

"W e sec things this way: Israel Is on our 
land." Hussein said. "It is there by virtue of 
American military assistance and economic aid 
that translates Into aid for Israeli settlements. 
Israel Is there by virtue of American moral and 
political support to the point where the United 
States is succumbing to Israeli dictates..."

They Sign A Treaty
KOMATIPOORT. South Africa (UPI) -  South 

African Prime Minister Pieter Botha and Presi­
dent Samora Machel of Mozambique signed a 
historic peace treaty today, the first between the 
apartheid regime and a neighboring black 
nation.

The accord was signed after the two met for 
the first time In a luxury railway coach parked 
near the border.

The treaty, which prohibits either side from 
supporting rebels opposed to the other, could 
help end several costly guerrilla wars and 
ultimately aid In stabilizing troubled southern 
Africa, long torn by racial hatred.

LAUSANNE. Switzerland (UPI) — The leaders of 
Lebanon's warring factions met In private today to 
discuss power sharing but an American diplomat was 
kidnapped In Beirut and fighting there escalated, 
threatening a fragile truce. •

An open session of the nine factional leaders at the 
conference was put off until Saturday, partly in 
observance of the anniversary of the March 16. 1977.

assassination of Dru/c chief Kamal Jumblatt. His 
leadership role was assumrd by his son. Walld. one of 
(he negotiators In Lausanne.

The elder Jumblatt Is widely believed to have been 
assassinated by the Syrians, who were then supporting 
Lebanon's Christians at odds with the Druzr leader. 
Walld Jumblatt has allied himself with Damascus.

Druze officials In Beirut called a one-day general strike

today to mark the anniversary, but they warned their 
followers not to disrupt the cease-fire arranged Tuesday 
by the nine leaders In Switzerland.

Despite the good Intentions, however, renewed 
fighting broke out and Wlllant Buckley, a political officer 
at the U.S. Embassy In Beirut, was abducted by three 
gunmen early this morning, apparently as he walked in 
the seaside embassy from his nearby apartment.

Embassy officials gave no lurther details about the 
kidnapping la the Ras Beirut neighborhood of west 
Beirut a few blocks Inland from the U.S. compound.

Buckley Is the third American abducted In west Beirut 
since Syrian-backed Shiite and Druze Moslem militia 
troops seized the Moslem half of the capital from the 
Lebanese army Feb. 6.

Mortar and heavy machine-gun battles also erupted In 
Beirut, mainly along the Green Line that divides Beirut's 
Christian and Moslem sectors, threatening the cease fire 
— the 180th since the out break of civil war In 1975.

A Lebanese army spokesman said the lighting, which 
began lale Thursday and continued early today, was 
"quite heavy, but far as we are concerned, there still 
Is a cease-fire despite the violations."

Army and militia representatives were In contact to 
"stabilize the situation and prevent violations." he said.

Officials In Lausanne said the delay In holding a full 
session of the reconciliation talks would give the faction 
leaders more time to forge an agreement on political 
reforms.

The negotiations are aimed at cementing a power­
sharing arrangement between the Moslem majority and 
the Christian minority, which controls the government, 
to end nine years of civil war that has brought Lebanon 
lo the brink of partition.

"We hope that within the next 48 hours we can be 
ready lo proceed to the open session to advance the final 
document for the national agreement." Michel Samaha. 
spokesman for President Amin Gemayel. said lale 
Thursday.

Hutchins Executed For Killing Lawmen
RALEIGH. N.C. (UPI) -  James W. 

Hutchins, confident he would "walk 
(he streets of God*' despite killing 
three law officers, died by Injection 
early today and a witness said It was 
too easy.

"I think he should suffer.”  said 
Sgt. Herbert Scruggs, a friend of 
Hutchins' victims. "Let him do a 
little struggling like our three of­
ficers.”

Hutchins. 54. received a lethal 
dose of the paralyzing drug Paruvon 
by remote control at 2:03 a.m. EST 
and died with barely a tremor for 
shooting down the three officers In 
1979 during a drunken rampage 
over his daughter's party punch.

He was the 15th man executed In 
the United States since the Supreme 
Court dropped Its ’ealh penalty ban 
In 1976. James David Autry died by 
lethal Injection at Huntsville prison 
in Texas Wednesday and another 
execution Is scheduled there Mon­
day.

Hutchins’ minister, the Rev. Guy

Johnson, said he saw the con­
demned man a few hours before his 
death and "he was confident. We 
had a prayer and he reassured me 
hr was going to heaven."

Hutchins made no formal last 
statement. Johnson said, but "he 
gave me a verbal statement. He said 
he had done wrong and a lot of 
Innocent people had suffered, hut 
God had forgiven him and he asked 
for forgiveness from others."

Little was forthcoming.
Sixteen witnesses watched Hut­

chins die. eight of them law en­
forcement officers and many of 
those friends of his victims.

Scruggs. 49. a Rutherford County 
sheriffs officer, said. "I think It was 
loo easy for him considering how 
our three officers died."

Rutherford County Sheriff's Cap!. 
Ray Dixon said. "My reaction was to 
think of the officers, that they could 
rest easier now.”

Hutchins, who chose the Injection 
Instead of cyanide gas. was the first

convict executed In North Carolina 
since 1961.

Strapped lo a hospital gurney 
with a green sheet pulled up lo his 
chest and the Intravenous tube 
already Inserted In his arm. Hut­
chins was wheeled Into the white- 
tiled death chamber shortly before 2 
a.m. Through a beige curtain three 
silhouetted figures could be seen 
manipulating the controls of the 
lube and when the fatal dose was 
administered a look of surprise 
crossed Hutchins' face and his lips 
moved as though In speech.

Faint tremors passed through his 
liodyand his mouth fell open. At 
2:13 a.m. his ruddy fare was pale 
and his cars had turned gray. At 
2:18 a.m. a doctor pronounced him 
dead.

Hutchins received communion at 
8:20 p.m. Thursday and had a final 
visit with his wife. Geneva, who 
Johnson said cried from (he time 
she left the prison until her husband 
died.

Reagan Offers Deficit-Cutting Budget
WASHINGTON (UN) -  President 

Reagan offered a Republican 
package of lax Increases and 
domestic and military spending 
cuts Thursday to slash the deficit an 
estimated $150 billion over the next 
three years.

But there was no assurance the 
first revision of the budget he sent 
Congress only six weeks ago would 
win approval front Democrats who 
control the House.

Reagan said the S I49.5 billion 
three-year package worked out with 
GOP congressional leaders would 
raise taxes by $48 billion, cut 
military spending by $40 billion and 
reduce domestic spending by $43 
billion. The remaining $18 billion 
suvings would come from Interest 
payments that would not have to be 
made as the national debt is de­
creased.

The lower growth rale for (he 
military that he accepted — 7.5 
percent — Is nearly the figure 
rejected out of hand two weeks ago 
by White House officials. Reagan 
originally asked for a 13 percent 
Increase after Inflation.

Cutting the proposed military 
budget was the last hurdle before 
the agreement, announced In the 
Rose Garden.

The Pentagon spending eut "will 
slow our defense buildup somewhat, 
but ... will not seriously reduce our 
national security to a point of 
unacceptable risk.”  he said, ap­
pearing with GOP leaders from both 
houses.

"It is a fair and balanced package, 
one that can be lully Implemented."

Reagan said. "It merits the support 
of all those who are responsibly 
concerned about deficits. It Is 
worthy of prompt attention and 
positive action by the Congress."

House Speaker Thomas O'Neill 
said of the Republican package: 
"There's no question that politically 
they are trying to preempt us 
That's what they're doing."

Sen. Lawton Chiles. D-Fla.. the 
ranking Democrat on the Senate 
Budget Committee, said the GOP 
proposal would still result In deficits 
of more than $180 billion In 1985 
and $195 billion In 1987.

Administration officials conceded 
that In the first year, the deficit 
would be only $11 billion less than

Tiny Weapons Both 
Deadly, Valuable

If you ever get your hands on a collectible, 
pristine-quality pistol, you may find yourself in the 
grips o f a hobby that can add up to a major 
Investment for the future.

Granted, such hobbyists aren't your typical brand 
o f collector. Not like the millions o f people who have 
developed a fondness for things like coins, postage 
stamps, comic books, bubble gum cards or even 
beer cans. All very common collectibles and all with 
varying monetary values.

Guns, except for their deadly nature, aren't much 
different.

Take John Colarusso for example.
Colarusso's first palm-sized, ,25-callber Colt 

hammerless pistol wasn't pristine (which denotes 
the highest quality collectible gun. one In perfect 
condition and never fired outside the factory) but he 
was only 16 when he inherited It from a neighbor In 
1953.

That first pistol, which cost $29 when purchased 
in 1929, became the basis for his collection of the 
little handguns, originally designed for a woman to 
easily conceal and carry and which were first 
manufactured by Colt in 1908.

Enamored o f the tiny gun. particularly after 
noticing that firearms tend to Increase In value, 
Colarusso said that by the time he graduated from 
high school he had 11 little Colts.

"They were Junk." he said, "but I had them ."
Today he has more than 200 Colt .25s, what he 

claims is the largest private collection In the world. 
Colarusso says his Colts arc worth (800,000, noting 
that the price o f a collectible firearm goes up 25 to 
30 percent a year.

Colarusso wouldn't advise anyone to try to base a 
collection on “Junk”  these days. "One man's Junk 
isn't another man's treasure when It comes to 
collectible firearms." he said. "You  have to have 
quality and that can be a problem today, because 
most all the good old guns are already In somebody 
clse's collection."

Colarusso Isn't a gun freak who gets some 
perverse kick out o f the explosive retort o f his 
weapons. He neither hunts nor target shoots. His 
guns are purely an Investment. And he Is no 
sentimentalist who keeps hts treasures on hand to 
admire. When his guns aren't on the road with him 
for a show, they’re tucked away safely In a vault.

Most gun collectors are reluctant to talk about 
their firearms for fear o f theft, but Colarusso said he 
Isn't overly concerned with security, because his 
guns are usually locked up and he protects hts 
Investment with Insurance.

Colarusso. who owns a Winter Park gun shop, said 
the first thing a novice collector should do to protect 
his Investment Is to buy only through a licensed, 
collectible gun dealer, who Is qualified to appraise 
the firearm, can certify Its value and who will 
register the sale with the state.

Buying under other circumstances Is risky 
business, according to Colarusso. because pro­
fessional help is required to Insure you buy legally 
and that you buy quality.

“ To start a collection you need to pick up a book 
and read about collectible firearms." Colarusso said. 
"Then choose an Amcrtcan-madc model pistol or 
longgun (rifle or shotgun) and look at Its value 
growth over the years. Don’ t consider anything 
made after 1964 because they went to automation 
then and the quality Just Isn’ t there. The early 
models arc the ones with the greatest growth 
potential.

"Focus on one model; you can’t collect them all. 
He prepared to spend a lot o f money, but I’ve never 
known a quality firearm to lose value over the years 
like gold, stiver, antiques and other Investments 
do."

Colarusso's long affair with the handgun has 
become an obsession. He has spent most o f hts life 
rollectlng. always Increasing and upgrading his 
collection which Includes the first gold-plated Coll 
'.25 produced.

It was one of only three made In 1925. The price 
tag on It when It left the factory was $209 and It’s 
worth $55,000 today. It Is the Jewel o f his collection 
with Its mother-of-pearl grips and an embossed steer 
head witli ruby eyes adorning one grip.

His collection also includes the rarest Colt ,25s In 
the world (two prototypes), the one with the lowest 
serial number |*16) and both a nlckcl-plated and - 
blue steel, model representing every year they were 
made from 1908 to 1941. The nlckcl-plaled guns are 
more valuable. Colarusso said, because for every 25 
blue steel Colts produced only one nickel model was 
made.

"A n y  age is an age to collect." Colarusso said. 
" It 's  something for men, women, boys and girts to 
consider if they want an Investment they can watch 
grow."

C ake  b a tte r  
m ad e w ith  b u t te r  is h ard  to  
b le n d  an d  th e  cake com es  
o u t  h e a v ie r an d  f la t te r  th an  
o n e  m a d e  fro m  s h o rten in g . 
A n  e c o n o m ic a l n ew  s h o rte n ­
ing c h o ic e  is B u tte r  F la v o r

C ris c o , w h ic h  m a k e s  c h e w y  
co o k ies  an d  lig h te r , h ig h er, 
f in e r - te x tu re d  cakes—w ith  a 
d e lig h t fu l p lus: a r ic h  b u t ­
te ry  tas te  w ith o u t  s o d iu m  
o r  c h o le s te ro l. T h is  new  
s h o rte n in g  is re a d y  to  use 
f ro m  th e  p a n try  s h e lf, and  
can be s u b s titu te d  in  any  
rec ip e  lis tin g  b u t te r , m a r ­
garine  o r  s h o rte n in g  as an 
in g re d ie n t.

D o n 't overcrowd the  
oven. I f  y o u  a re  baking  
th re e  c ake  layers , arrange  
th e m  so n o  p a n  is d ire c tly  
o v e r a n o th e r . A ls o , d o n 't  
use a c o o k ie  sheet th a t  is 
to o  large fo r  th e  o ven . A l­
lo w  tw o  in ches o n  a ll sides 
to  p e rm it  h e a t c irc u la tio n .

O f te n ,  b a k e d  fo o d s  m ust 
c o o l a b it  b e fo re  be in g  re ­
m o v e d  f r o m  pans. D o n 't  be 
im p a t ie n t—fo llo w  d ire c tio n s  
so th e  fo o d  leaves th e  pan  
easily  w i th o u t  s tic k in g .

P u t these  tip s  to  w o rk  on  
y o u r  n e x t  b a k in g  p ro je c t— 
y o u ’l l  b e  p leased w ith  the  
resu lts !
