Asls—th* United Slates, Britain 
and Russia—have been united in

It was die- 
dosed today as the British foreign 
office eanounced in a hlitorl* 
statement that Foreign Secretary 
Eden had been conferring in Mos­
cow for two week, with Soviet 
Premier Stalin.

Eden and Stalin reached full 
agreement on all questions relat­
ing to conduct of the war, th* 
statement said. Furthermore, u  
they talked they kept In constant 
touch with the White llou,* In 
Washington, where President 
Roosevelt and Prime Minister 
Churchill were similarly laying 
war plans with complete under* 
standing and agreement.

Europe are fertile soil for typhus epidemics like those of 
the World War and post-war years, which took a toll of 
at least 2,600,000 lives in Russia alone, according to the 
Metropolitan Life Insurance Company.

"Thero are crave fears that tho frightful leases of 
life from typhus, will be repeated in the present war," the 
company warns.'
