"The architecture of the Maya
civittratiun was in brilliant colors,
applied ns thin washes, Unfortun-
ately. colors are not permanent,
evett today, eirept when they are
fixed by fire as in the case of
ceramics and terra eatta. The first
Impression one has in viewing the
great monuments of the Msyas is
that It Is a pity the color was not
of B permanent nature. If one la
a modern architect lie thinks this
Is the stylo for terra cotta—par
eirelletu'e.

Had Own Literature

"Tbs Maya civilisation which be-
gan centuries before tbu Christian
era, finally aoeeumbed to the at-
tacks of the Spaniards. The high-
est development of Us architecture
probably was between the year*
of ten and twelve hundred.

"In the course of Its growth, it
created a literature WTitten in
heiroglyphlrs, and a knowledge of
astronomy  greater than any
people <f antiquity. It had a cal-
endar dated from a time approii-
mately hOo Il. C., which was as
esart as our own, and was invent,
ad two thousand years before it.

"Tha religion of the people was
ministered by a highly organised
priesthood and poairssed many
gods, not unlike the mythology of
Greece but also with more or less
conviction of a Supreme Bring.
Learning was confined to the no-
bles and priesthood.”
