golf course or who falls overi

dead shoveling mow often has a
good heart,” said Dr. Cliudr S

International College uf .Surgeons
In the Americana Hotel.

"Death may occur In a heart
lhat structurally la loo good lo
die." hr said.

Berk said a heart muscle de-
prised of blood by blocked coro
nary artertei creates an electrical
condition where It touches muscle
lhat hat a good blood supply,

"Thi* difference in blood supply
becomr* the fatal attack of the
heart' What actually happens Is
lhat the heart electrocutes Itaelf.
This is comparable to touching
tho heart with an electric wire,
only here the heart makes Ita
own electricity."

Beck recommended operation*
on the surface of the heart to
route blood around obstructions,
thus relieving pain and ellmina
ling (he dangerous electrical cur-
rents. He said the operation
should be performed before the
disease gets too tevrre.

Washington Calling

By MAHQI'LH CHILDS
WASHINGTON -  Given the
terms of the cold war, the belli
Qpse response to Moscow on the
Russian proposal to make Ber-
lin a “free cllj" wsi perhaps
Inevitable. But for all the slim-

banging over Berlin there pre
those u Iki believe that something
almost like a happy ending could
mult In the end.

Despite the sternness uf the
stress he put on Berlin, Nikita
Khrushchev give a clue In Ids
talk with Senator Hubert Humph-
rey of Minnesota to a calculation
deeper than (he surface Muster.
What he said, aa reportrd by
Humphrey In a briefing of top
government offirlali, ran be par-
aphrased aa followt:

"You In lhe West hate In
NATO a military defense orga-
nitatlon that has no purpose at
all. We are going to defeat ton
not by fighting you In Europe but
by giving renomie help and guid-
ance to the under developed coun-
tries. That Is what we are doing
now and are doing it very suc-
cessfully."

Evrn when thli la heavily dis-
counted as propaganda It suggests
an ulterior motive In the racket
over Berlin. Herewith if thr case
for that motive as it la being ar-
gued hy those who are trying to
look behind thr language of Mus-
ter and lutecUte.

First, Khruschev cannot be an
deluded as to think that the Weil
will, in rriponte lo his belliger-
ent demand, march out and aban
don Rerlin to some shadowy ita
tus as a "frre city." He is loo
much of a rralivt for that. Nor
ran It he assumed that this real
nt wants to start World War Il
over Berlin.
