The Way Of A Democrat

According to an announcement Jaiilcd yesterday by R,
J. Holly, secretary of the County Democratic Executive
Committee, Democrat* oi thin county will meet Monday
night for the purpose of forming a local Democratic club.
As we understand It the club will be similar to Democratic
clubs now being organizer! in other counties, nnd its pur-
pose will be to aid the regular Democratic nominees in their
fight against, the Republicans.

That we have need of such a dub in Seminole County
is shown-tiot only by'frequent reports emanating from the
headquarter* of the "Sitting Sons of Rest,” where it seems
that /t'largrtinumber of old time Democrats are limiting with

arganicatlen jfavop upon the iHoaper,candidacy, but also, and more con-

clusively, 'by the Fraw vote recently conducted by The
Herald whli<fce3aowe<l Jieyond all question of doubt thtf dis-
favor with Which The Democratic presidential nominee is
regarded in this bounty. The vole went nearly two and a
half to one ngninst Smith.*

We believe that this very obvious advantage of the
Republican candidate can be to a large extent overcome by
the right kind of work on the part of a well organized nnd
properly managed Democratic club. We fed Mure that the
proper application of sensible methods will return to the
fold many Democrats who have, been inclined to stray at
the first thought of voting for Al Smith.

If this Democratic dub will-appeal vo the people of Sem-
inole County In the name at party Riyalty and party prin-
ciple, if it will come to them with entreaties to preserve the
party of the South, the patty'of their fathers, the party of
Jefferson nnd Jackson, shmviqg them that by deserting
they are forsaking beloved traditions, to align themselves
with ir party nlwnyn hostile to the South, we nre confident
its pleas will be heard and the banner of Democrat* will
continue to wave triumphantly over this section.

But if the plan of action determined upon by this dub
is to cut for its members a large number of thoroughly
testis! rawhide whips, to boat and bully bolting Democrats
hack into the line, to use coercion instead of persuasion, to
threaten instead of plead, we fear it will discover that the
bolter# on November 0 will be in the majority. This is no
time for rabid thoughts or hnsty actions, no time for ridi-
cule or condemnation; if the party is to be saved, it must
o saved by the appeal of deliberate argument.

The Democratic dub must not lose sight of the fact
that this is more than just a presidential election. It must
remember that there is a Republican gubernatorial nominee,
nnd n Republican congressional nominee in the field. While
it is inconceivable at this time that either of them has the
slightest chance of election, it is not inconceivable that
Democratic threats of excommunication hurled heedlessly
against conscientious bolter* may result In complete disaster
for the whole ticket-

This is certainly the time for nil good men to come to
the aid of their party, but it is ids* the time for Democratic
leaders to use their heads.

Newspaper Errors

A friprul of The Hnraltl write* to any that nnionif mis-
gHIl'd wort)a found in a recent litmie were "lite,” which our
friend inform* us should have Itecn “the," "chargn” whlyh
should have been ‘’charges,” nnd "atorney - which is [>rowa-
ly spelled, with two *t's.” Needless to say we appreciate
these little suggestions, knowing as we do that they come
from the heart. By constant reference to Mr Webster's
well known literary work, we hoped to grow better.

Hob Holland, writing in the .Miami'Herald speaks of
recurrent errors in newspapers, nnd shows to some extent
tlit- lengths to which editor* go in thidr-aiUimtiL. lu watm
out mistnkrx.- trrtmps-hts arttrlr-vmitM dr interesting to
some of our renders who think it would be so easy to turn
out a flawless newspaper. It follows:*

“Newspapers make errors—td» many In fad- Some
nre purely mechanical like the use of ‘prescribe’ for ‘pro-
scribe’ in The Herald editorial mentioned by my corres-
pondent. Some are due to carelessness nnd some can lx
attributed only to ignorance. Such was the casd in an
item a few days ago in which ‘balance* was used in the sense
of ‘remainder.’

“Most newspapers try to use good language and tn use
words properly. In metropolitan newspaper offices there
are ‘style* books that embody the rules that are to be fol-
lonwed in writing nnd in setting type. Some of these rules
nre merely designed to enforce a uniform manner of spell-
ing. punctuation and capitalization.

“Some papers spell out numbers less than 10 nnd oth-
ers don't use figures except for numbers higher than 100
Some spell out ages and some use figures. Some print it
Fourth Htreet, some Fourth Street, others make it Fourth
St., Fourth st., or Fourth-St. Any of these forms can Ix*
defended by usage but no newspaper wants to have differ-
ent forma appearing in the same column or perhaps the
same itemr

“Men who make these rules nre merely human anil they
often mnke mistakes. James (Jordon Bennett was cranky
ulsiut the use of words in The New York Herald and hail a
tremendously dong list of ‘don't#/ He would not allow
many words to be used at ul amt many others could be used
only with a restricted meaning. He would not iwrmit the-
word ‘during’ to bo used except in the sense of meaning
‘the entire time/

"To say that one was in Europe ‘during the war’ meant
from atari to flniah. In this Mr. Bennett and the greatest
lexicographers clashed but Bennett won so far as The Hcr-
ajd was concerned- 1 once knew u now copyreuder to be
fined $5 for iwtssing the phrase, ‘Neither of the three/ The
rules said that 'neither* or ‘either’ could be applied only to
one of two.
