Artillery, bombs found
at suspicious death site

SANFORD — Police remain
tight-lipped regarding the

cause of death of a Sanford man
murdered in his home early
Sunday morning.

Scott Quinn's body was dis-
covered by his girlfriend at
approximately 4:30 am.
Sunday inside his home, local-

ed in the Placid Woods subdivi-
sion in Sanford at 314 l.ake
Placid. The 37-year-old man
was a firearms dealer and a bail
bondsman in Seminole County,
operating A-l Bonding, near
the Seminole County Jail. Bom
in Daytona Beach, he was
raised In Sanford by his grand-
mother.

Police have ruled his death a
homicide, but aren't releasing
any specifics on the case or the

cause of death. No arrests have
been made, and an Investiga-
tion and autopsy are ongoing.
Crime scene investigators
from the Florida Department of
l.aw Enforcement, along with
Sanford homicide investigators,
discovered massive amounts of
firearms and weapons inside
the home during tneir investi-
gation. However, thrry worked

I was half starving
as the chow at Camp
Marlboro is still lacking and
usually consists of MREs. |
was looking for anything that
would stop my belly from
growling. .

Ahmed brought his own
dinner which his mother had
prepared for him before he
came to work. He offered me
some of his dinner. I did not
want to intrude on his meal,
but he insisted that I try
some. It was a pita-type
bread-thing with beef and
diced potatoes mixed with
some French fried potatoes
on the inside. It was a little
on the strong side but was
very good tasting. Then he
offered me tea wnich was
already sweetened and still
hot. 1 asked the interpreters if
they liked iced tea, but they
all prefer hot tea.

For myself, I’ll have six
rows of ribbons after this
deployment, but none of
those medals would get me a
nip of coffee.

Of all the
soldiers that we had who
were due to re-cnlisl. only
one committed. Retention of
trained soldiers is starting to
suffer. Those close enough to
retirement arc sticking it out,
but most of the first-termers
arc leaving at the first oppor-
tunity. In the place of experi-
ence, we get green recniits
right out of basic.

True freshman quarterback Austin
Everson had a memorable first career
start in leading Ohio (2-4,1-2 MAC) to
a 28-0 homecoming victory over UCF
(2-4, 1-2 MAC) Saturday afternoon at
Peden Stadium in Athens, Ohio.
