According to Seminole 
County SherifT* spokesman  
Lt. Jack Cash, agents of the 
Clty/County Investigative Bu­
reau (CCIB) served a search 
warrant Wednesday at a 
house at 124 Jackson Street 
in an unincorporated area 
near Altamonte Springs. 
During the search, Caah said
approximately 8 1/2 ounces 
of powder cocaine and 2 1/2
ounces of crack cocaine were 
seized In addition to two 9 
mm handguns.

Agents believe that the lo ­
cation was being used to 
manufacture crack cocaine 
due to finding Items used for 
that purpose In the resi­
dence. Cash said Inside the 
kitchen officers located a 
cabinet containing numerous 
beakers. Although their In­
tended purpose Is scientific 
use such as chemistry, beak ­
ers have become a favorite 
tool Ibr violators to use to

and sink. The seized Items 
reportedly contained cocaine 
residue and will be used as  
evidence to show that the 
house sms a  production site 
for crack cocaine.

It can however, discuss issues, meet with ex­
perts, study situations, compile Information and 
publish results or offer them to people srho do 
have the property authority. The chamber can 
act as an advisory group.

As newly elected President Sills says. 
There's a lot going on. and from what we are 
seeing, the Sanford chamber will be a strong 
voice In the community once^agaln."

We urge all members o f the Greater Sanford 
Chamber of Commerce and Its officers, the gen­
eral public and local government leaders to 
work together In all undertakings.

Let's use this year o f 1998 to see a better city 
and area, and when It's over, let's have reason 
to put some of this success under the label of 
the Greater Sanford Chamber of Commerce.

BOSTON--Death came to Huntsville, Texas, 
as a spectacle.

Somewhere in Ihe golhlc prison structure 
they call The Wall, the warden took ofT his 
glasses as a signal to let the execution begin 
nnd a lethal cocktail flowed Into Karla Faye 
TUcker as she lay strapped to a gurney.

Outside, a crowd of a thousand greeted her 
death with gospel songs or football cheers, 
holding placards thnt m id "Die Like a Man" or 
"Jesus was a Victim of the Death Penalty."

The European camera crew’s who had rome 
to the execution capital of America, home to 
seven prisons and 11.800 Inmates, beamed 
home the pat Image of the wild West. They 
broadcast Ihe Image of a backward Lone Star 
stale where America's highest crime rate Is 
unabated by lls highest execution rate.

The death of this woman was preceded by an 
unrivaled celebrity star-turn. She appeared on 
T h e  700 Club" nnd every network show that 
knew a good guest when they saw a freckle- 
faced killer or heard a bom-agaln ax-murderer. 
After her life was over, survivors rushed back 
from her death gurney to "Larry King Live."

Few In the vast audience who came to know 
Karla Faye Tucker’s face and even the contents 
of her last supper-the banana, the peach, the 
tossed salad--had ever heard or Michael Lock­
hart. the man who beat her to state-Inflicted 
death In December. Nor did Ihry know that he 
had also worn a cross, toted a Bible, recited 
vrrscs by memory.

But somewhere between the moment when 
the 23-year-old Tucker left a pickax In the 
chest of a victim and when the 38-year-old 
Tucker was declared dead at the hands o f the

stale of Texas, a  remarkable thing happened. 
Karla Faye made allies of Pat Robertson and 
Blanca Jagger. o f Pope John Paul and the 
ACLU.

For at least one moment. In one case, some 
religious conservatives and some civil liber- , 
tartans ended up on the same aide. Just as ' 
surety and Just as unexpectedly as the victim's 
brother and husband ended up on opposite 
aides.

This was a  time when closed minds re­
opened. however narrowly. A  time when opin ­
ions cast In black and w hite-pro  or con death 
penalty, tough or soft on crime -were suddenly 
shaded with Tucker gray.

A  Christian Broadcasting Network reporter 
explained why her pro-death penalty view be­
came pro-Tucker "She didn't fit what we 
thought people on death row were like." An 
evangelical commentator supported this bom - 
agaln murderer aa a  "miraculously sweet - 
spirited little soldier in the w ar against crimi­

nal wickedness." The watchword shifted from 
vengeance to redemption, from Justice to 
mercy.

Like many. 1 found myself uncomfortable 
with these sudden friends of mercy. I don't 
doubt for a minute that her whlteneaa, her fe­
maleness. her photogenic Chrtstlan-neas made

her the exception.
Those who "fit" the Image of people on death 

row arc, after all. d isp roportions^  black and 
almost entirety male. A s  the Rev. Jim  Wallis, 
the editor o f the Christian magazine Sojourn­
ers says, the test Is "to apply that same com ­
passion to a young btack man who's had a 
conversion to Islam." O r for that matter to 
someone who's had no religious conversion.

As for being a woman, we have been told re­
peatedly that TUcker w as the first woman exe­
cuted in Texas since the C M l W ar. But as long 
as I have wrestled over the issue of capital 
punishment. It Isn't the criminal's gender but 
the legal system's fallibility that has given me 
greatest pause.

In 1863. Tucket's female predecessor, an 
Innkeeper named Chlplta Rodriguez was hung 
for the murder of a customer found floating In 
the Arkansas River. In 1985. the Texas stale 
legislature passed a bill clearing her name. 
Better to have passed a  bill allowing life with­
out parole than to need a post-mortem pardon.

But however uncomfortable I am with the

She Is a great cook but we 
feel lead that she lias to do the whole thing 
We are Irving to get the auxiliaries to lake 
over like the Usher Board, the Choir or 
the Men and Women s group.*

Kven Iwiore the 7 p.m. service gets 
started Pastor Adams' wife. Toni. Is busy 
tutoring those children In need of extra 
help with school work. "She was Teacher of 
the Year at Woodlands Klrmcntary." he 
shared. "She tries to tutor the children 
about one hours before the Soul Food 
Night gets started."

Adams spoke enthusiastically alxiut the 
recent Winter Camp meeting. “We Invited 
all denominations and the law enforce­
ment to the meeting." he said. "There 
were black, white, Indian and Puerto Ri­
can peoplr there. There were all nationali­
ties present. That Is Important to us to 
bring together everyone because being a 
Christian Is greater than any denomina­
tion ran lx- We say we are Christians so 
wr need to start showing II more.

I took It to the folks 
In the church, we prayed about It for one 
wrek and wr conducted a ballot vote. We 
wanted to be open to all with no denomi­
nation. We want to be more active In the 
community and helping others.*
