Killed In Action

“Boys, it's Saturday night
and we haven't gotien a let-
ter from your big brother.
I know something is wrong.”
Those were the words of

Saturday. Tuesday, Mrs.
Gaines learned something
was wrong, indeed, “Big bro-
ther” — her son, Charles Al.
fred, 23 — had been killed
in action in Vietnam.

“He always wrote me,” the
mother said today. “I always
got at least one letter a week.
I knew something had hap-
pened when [ didn’t get a let-
ter last week. I told his bro-
thers I didn't think we would
see Alfred again—his name
was Charles Alfred but we
called him Alfred for short"
' Mra. Gaines, who lives in
Apt. 80, Castle Brewer Court,
knew what it was like to
await letters from Vietnam.
At one time two of her sons
were in combat there—Char-
les and his younger brother,
Freddie.

Freddie is home today. But,
he returned a casualty, hav-
ing been wounded In action,

“He was m good boy,” the
mother said. “He was kind to
everyone — children, elderly
people—no matter what their
color.”

Mrs. Gaines pictured her
son as a “young man in a
hurry.” “People used to say
he tried to do too much. But,
when 1 said something to him
about being in such a hurry,
he said, ‘Mother, we only pass
this way once'.”

Sergeant Gaines had been
in action in Vietnam for
eight months. He was a mem-
ber of the 1st Alr Cavalry
(mobile) Division. He enter-
ed the Army in 1061,

The soldier was a 1960
graduate of Crooms High
School and had attended Vo-
lusia County Junior College,

In addition to his mother
and brother, Freddie, the
young soldier is survived by
another brother, Willle Perry,
and a sister, Mrs. Mertice
Brown, both of Sanford,
