. Lee was born in Westmoreland County, Virginia, on 
Jan. 19, 1807, a son of the distinguished Revolutionary 
lender, "Light Horse Harry” Lee. Following his appoint­
ment by Andrew Jackson, he graduated from West Point 
in 1829 second in his class. In the.Mexican War of 18-lfi 
he wna a captain of artillery and served with distinction 
in the battles of Corro Gordo, Churlibuscu and Cliapultupec 
where he was cited for feats of physical ami moral courage 
and promoted to tho rank of colonel. General Scott under 
whom ho served said at that time, “ He is the greatest liv­
ing soldier In America” .

Later he was superintendent of West Point nmf served 
in wars kg:jinst tho Indians in Texas; At Thf* time of the 
beginning of the Civil War he was in charge uf a militury 
department in Texas- Opposed to slavery and having freed 
his own, deporing secession, he was offered command of

_ pf Virginia "rather than

draw my sword against my native state". He accepted the 
rank of Brigadier General in the Southern Army and it 
'was not until nearly u year lulcr that he was given com­
mand of tho Army of Northern Virginfu- 
, Of Lcc’b generalship, Major General Sir Frederick 
Maurice, British general and author, suys in his "Robert 
E. Leo the Soldier” , "Many a victorious general has been 
welcomed honie to the capital of his country by the 
plaudits of his grateful countrymen, but I know of only 
one instance in history, of the people flocking t<» ilteer 
a defeated general. When Lee rode into Richmond, a paroll- 
ed prisoner ot wnr, he was welcomed vociferously by a crowd 
of men and women waving bats and fluttering handker­
chiefs. The character of the man hud placed him, in the 
hearts of his comrades and his people, above the rebuffs of 
fortune. . .

To that select 
bund of great commanders the name o f Robert K l.ee 
must be udded. His exact precedence amongst them I will 
not attempt to determine, but that they have received him
