The cause of I his petty crime wave can Is* attributed to 
several things, chief among which is Ihe impoverished con­
dition of ninny people, driving them to steal that they 
may not starve to death, together with the present inade­
quacy of police protection, curtailed as it is by the limita­
tions of an exhausted City treasury. Members of the de­
partment have worked night and day In an effort to check 
roldicries, but the personnel lias been reduced !<> such an 
extent that il is greatly bandicap|ied.
