WASHINGTON (AP) — 1It's
like 2 minuet. Faced with the

likellhood of war in the Middle
East, 2 war that could sprout
into World War III, the United
Nations all last week danced
around the problem, doing noth-
ing.

Monday the war came. And
again the U.N, Security Council
dipped into its ever-handy bag
of debate and consultation about
some kind of agreement calling
for a cease fire.

There's a limit on how long
the council can dawdle with
semantics, while people perish
in the Mideast's Jewish and
Arab world, and still retain any
meaning or respect.

And while the fighting contin.

ued, and the council members
argued, the watching world
grew a little more tense for rea-
sons outside the immediate con-

flict between Jews and Arabs.

Moscow announced the Arabs
had its resolute support, which
could mean anything from mor-
al approval to military interven-
tion although it seemed a little
milder than the Soviet state-
ment of Mav 23 which said
aggression against the Arabs
would meet with the *‘resolute
resistance of the Soviet Union
and all peace-loving states.*

But the Soviets stood firmly
on the Arab side, accusing 1s-
rael of aggression and demand-
ing it stop fighting uncondition-
ally.

If this most recent Soviet
statement seemed less bellig-

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erent than the earlier one, it
may have been a bit of word-
juggling, and, as a result, while
Moscow didn't increase the ten-
sion it didn't lessen the tension.

East.

Then Monday the State De-
partment, through its press offi-
cer, Robert McCloskey, gave
the American position on t be
fighting. *‘Our position is neu-
tral in thought, word and deed,"’
he said.

Did this contradict Johnson's
May 23 position: that this coun-
try is committed to the support
of the political independence of
all nations in the area? No,
explaining it is not clear yet
some other U.S. officials said,
whether the lsraelis or the Ar-
abs started the war,

But a little later Johnson's
press  secretary, George W.
Christian, said the State Depart-
ment statement was ‘‘not a for-
mal declaration of neutrality."
He explained that *in a conflict
you are either a belligerent or
a neutral,” And he added that
the United States is certainly
not a belligerent.

If this all seemed like word-
splitting by Moscow and Wash-
ington it was only an extension
of what had been going on be-
tween their representatives in
the United Nations Monday.

The question there was how to
agree on calling on both Israel
and the Arabs for a ceasefire,
whether it should be just a
cease-fire or a cease-fire with a
string attached.

The Soviet Union and the pro-
Arab members of the Becurity
Council wanted a cease-fire but
also they wanted both sides to
pull back to their positions —
meaning inside their own bor-
ders —  before Monday's
fighting began.

But the United States, Britain
and others didn't like this. Tney
wanted cease-fire without the
withdrawal because if both
sides pulled back Egypt's block-
ade of the Gulf of Agaba wouid
be strengthened.

Since this is an emotional
feeling, it really cannot and
probably should not be argued
with,

It is quite something else,
however, to move from expres-
sions of abhorrence over bomb-
ing to unsupportable argu-
ments with regard to what it
is doing or has done in past
wars and this one,

Most recently, some critics
of the present bombing, in-
cluding & few senators, huve
contended that what happened
to the British people in World
War 11 proves that bombing
“only stiffens morale” and can
have little telling effect in
WAar,

The story of that British

experience  would  surprise
some of these critics.
Over-all, counting every

phase of the air battles and
the bombing over Britian, this
celebrated assault covered the
period from July, 1840, to
May, 1941.

Those Americans old enough
to have lived through the
period may recall that millions
of ordinary Britons in London,
Liverpool, Coventry, Bristol,

Plymouth and other cities
were indeed doughty and
courageous under the relent-
less rain of high explosives
and incendiaries delivered by
Nazi bombers.

At the height of the asssult,
Germany raided London for
b7 successive nights. An aver-
age of 200 bombers a night
droned over the city.

But the glow of admiration
the free world placed around
that horrifying chapter has
tended to obscure some im-
portant facts,

In the entire July to May
period, some 42,000 Britons
were killed in Nazi raids and
related activity, London itself,
blitzed and battered and burn-
ed, suffered 21,000 dead.

No one is ever likely to
cheer those totals ag insign-
ificant. Yet the fact that they
are small compared to what
happened to German and
Japanese cities later in World
War 1L

The British saturation raid
on Dresden killed an estimated
185,000 Germans in less than
two days. One giant U. S,
B-29 fire raid over Tokyo kill-
ed 97,000 Japanese in a single
night—almost five times the
number of Londoners lost in
a period of several months.

Allied bombers gutted some
6,000 acres of Berlin, 10 times
as big an area ss was ever
bombed out in London. An

The truth is, as author Tel-
ford Taylor observes in his
new book, “The Breaking

Wave,” that the German air
force of that time was a
vastly overrated wmachine of
war. Led by the confused
Hermann Goering and equip-
ped with planes of dubious
quality, it constantly shifted
objectives and mnever finished
anything.

The later perspectives on
that war raise gave question
as to how Britain would have
borne up had the Nazi at-
tacks been more severe and
more efficient. Sir Winston
Churchill himself, in his his-
tory of World War II, says
this:

Isracl scored telling new vic-
tories against Jordan today aft-
er the UN. Security Council’s
call for a cease fire In the Mid-
dle East. Israeli troops captured
the old walled city of .Jerus.
the commanding
town of Nablus 30 miles to the
north and reported taking two
more towns in t he Jordanian
bulge into Israel.

Cairo radio declared that the
Arab countries determined to
fight on despite the U.N. truce
resolution.  But  Jordan, even
before the council acted, was
reported asking the U.S. gov-
ernment to arrange a cease-fire,

The lIsraelis seized the Arab
quarter of Jerusalem—revered
by Christian, Jew and Moslem—
after a hard seven-hour battle
with infantry, tanks and planes
on the outskirts,

Amman radio reported heavy
fighting along the Isracli-Jor-
danian border on the west bank
of the Jordan River.

There were no new battle re-
ports from the Sinai Desert,
where Israeli forces were re-
ported Tuesday night driving
toward the Suez Canal on a 30-
mile front. At last report the
Israelis were 90 miles from the

canal,
U.N. Secretary-General U
Thant cabled the Security

Council's cease-fire appeal to all
the belligerents shortly after the
15-nation council approved it
unanimously Tuesday night.
Israeli Foreign Minister Abba
Eban told the council his gov-
ernment welcomed the appeal
but said the Arabs must accept
Israel’s existence as a state and
its right to use the Gulf of
Agaba, its only direct route to
the Red Sea and its oil supply in
Iran.

Cairo radio responded to the
council's appeal with a new call
for all-out war against the Jews,
declaring: “Teach the Israelis a
lesson — drive them out of the
Holy Land."” But diplomatic
sources in Washington said Jor-
dan had asked the United States

to arrange for an immediate
cease-fire,

U.S. military sources in
Washington said Israeli ar-

mored columns have moved so
swiltly they may reach their
key objectives before a cease-
fire can take effect. The sources
said it was possible the Israelis
could clinch victory over Egypt
in less than the 100 hours it took
the Jewish state in 1956. That
conflict became known as the
100-hour war.

The Arabs claimed only minor
gains in the field but struck
back in other ways., Following
up closure of the Suez Canal and
curtailment of oil shipments to
Western Europe, the Arabs be-
gan severing relations with the
United States and Britain,

Egypt, Syria, Algeria, Yemen,
Sudan and Iraq took the step
Tuesday, and Lebanon  an-
nounced it would follow suit.
The United States was retaliat-
ing with reciprocal breaks.

The break came after Egypt
charged that U.S., and British
plunes had attacked Egypt and
Jordan, Both the United States
and Britain denied the charge,
and U.S, Navy spokesmen with
the 6th Fleet in the Eastern
Mediterranean said *'no alreraft
from Gth Fleet airceraft carrviers
have penetrated the air space of
any North  Africa or Middle
East country.”

AP correspondent Bob Hor-
ton, with the U.S, 6th Fleet
aboard the carrier America,
reported newsmen  aboard the
big ship could see no indication
that its planes had been in
volved in any type of combat
operations.,

U.S. analysts in Washington
viewed the Cairo charge and the
ensuing break in relations as an
attempt to save face by blaming
the humiliating military defeat
on US. intervention. Western
diplomauts in Moscow were hear
tened because the Soviel press
and radio ignored the Egyptian
charge, apparently because (o
report it would have implied
that the Soviet Union should
send its military forces against

U.S. Seen
To Avoid
Conflict

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
U.N. Security Council call for a
cease-fire in the Middle East

strengthened the possibility to-
day that the United States can
avoid military involvement in
the Arab-Israeli war.

It also contributes to pros-
pects the war may be contained
in that area and that a U.S.-So-
viet military gonfrontation there
will not develop.

Overcoming these two perils
has appeared a major objective
of President Johnson since the
war  broke out unexpectedly
Monday morning. This objective
lay behind the statement of a
neutral policy first made at the
State Department a few hours
after the fighting started. It also
guided later efforts to back
away from the neutrality idea
without actually abandoning it.

There has been concern here
that if the conflict continued too
long or if it began to turn out
badly for Israel the pressures
on the United States to give Isr-
ael some kind of military assist-
ance would become very great.

Egyptian  President Gamal
Abdel Nasser has talked about
destroying Israel completely. It
has never been suggested that
Israel could destroy the Arab
states, however, and Israel has
said it seeks to annex no new
territory.

The debate over neutrality
which arose here Monday ob-
scured rather than clarified
U.S. policy toward the conflict,
In part this scems to have re-
sulted from official explanations
at a time when officials wished
to avoid getting pinned down to
any course of action other than
President Johnson's chosen way
through the United Nations,

The first comment [rom a
State  Department  spokesman
that the United States was fol-
lowing a “neutral” policy re-
portedly brought protests to the
administration from people who
feared for the safety and sup-
port of Israel. Then the White
House refused either to support
or disavow what the State De-
partment said,

Finally Secretary  of  State
Dean Rusk said the  United

Jordanians
Ask For
Cease-Fire

UNITED NATIONS, N. Y.
(A1) — The U.N. Security Coun-
cil today awalted formal respon-
ses from Israel and the Arab
nations to its unanimous eall for
an immedinte case-fire {ssued
after a sudden Soviet diplomatic
relreat,

Israel immediately gave con
ditional acceptance to the cease
fire, and U.N, Secretary-Gener-
al U Thant sent cables to all the
belligerent governments seeking
conformation of the Israeli posi-
tion and acceptances from the
Arab nations.

The Arab response was com-
plicated by the stiff conditions
Israel set,  But  their replies
were expected soon because the
war news showed them losing,
and Cairo and Amman broad-
casl announcemtints of the
council’s resolution. Diplomatic
sources in Washington said Jor-
dan has asked the United States
o arrange a cease-fire.

The council adopted the reso-
Iution by vote of all 11 of its 15
members Tuesday night about
40 hours after the outbreak of
fighting.

The resolution called on “the
governments concerned as a
flirst step to take forthwith all
measures for an  immediate
ceasefire and for cessation of
all military activities in the
area."”

A deadlock in the council was
broken after two days of private
consultations when Soviet Am-
bassador Nikolai T. Fedorenko
dropped his insistence that the
resolution call for withdrawal to
their present lines, U, S. Am-
bassador Arthur J. Goldberg
sald that it should seek only a
cease-fire,

Fedorenko, blaming Israel for
the war, told the council that
the least it would do at present
but was only a first step. He said
the government wants immedi-
ate withdrawal of “‘the forces of
the aggressor” — meaning 1Is-
rael—behind the 1949 armis-
tice lines and *‘the council must
take an immediate decision.

Goldberg declared that the
resolution was ‘‘precisely the
action which my delegation has
been urging since we met to
consider the outbreak of hostil-
ities.” He said it was the duty
of all the nations at war to com-
ply fully and promptly and of
every U, N. member to put
“The full weight of its influe-
ence’ behind compliance,

Israeli Foreign Minister Abba
Eban said “Israel welcomes the
appeal for a cease-fire as for-
mulated in  this resolution.”
But he said its implementation
*depends on an absolute and sin-
cere acceptance and cooperation
of the other parties," which
he said had yet to clarify their
intention.

Eban said “'the situation to be
constructed after the cease-fire
must depend upon the accept-
ance of Israel's statehood' by
the Arab countries, *‘peaceful
settlement of disputes'”  and,
from outside powers, *“a bal-
anced distribution of their
friendship arwong the states of
the Middle east."

In a reference to Arab mili-
tary losses, he said he was
hopeful a new system of Inter-
state relationships might come
to pass because “nations do be-
have wisely once they have ex-
hausted ail other alternatives.”

Heneymooners
Almost Killed

In Holy City

AMMAN, Jordan (AP) — A
young Mexican couple came to
Jerusalem to fulfill their vow to
marry in the Holy City. Instead
they almost got killed by the
bullets and bombs of the Arab- |
Isracli war.

“We were machine-gunned by
planes, bullets whizzed past,
bombs exploded so near we
were covered in dust,” said Eli-
az Guzman, a 38-year-old book-
seller from Mexico City. ‘‘We
were lucky to get out un-
scathed.”

“We have looked forward to
our marriage in Jerusalem for
such a long time,” said his pet-
ite bride, Gaudeloupe Morande.
“We came all this way, and
then ., . .”

They saw Roman Catholic
Patriarch Alberto Goir only
long enough for him to absolve
them from their vow to solemn
ize their civil marriage & year
ago with a religious ceremony
in Jerusalem.

Mrs. Guzman was stil! wear-
ing her black lace wedding
dress when she and her husband
arrived in Amman Tuesday aft- |
er a harrowing trip from Jerus- |
alem, '
“We were still at the patri-
arehate when fighting broke all
around us,” Guzman said.
“Fortunately, some good nuns
escorted us to our hotel outside
the Old City.

‘“‘An American television cor-
respondent was fatally wounded
by a bullet while standing in the
lobby of the hotel minutes after
we arrived.”

He was Ted Yates of NBC.
During a lull in the firing
Monday night, the couple took a
car for Amman.

“We were only a few miles
from Jerusalem when we were
forced to stop when we came
across a line of burning military
trucks in the road,” Guzman
said. ‘‘Before we realized what
was happening a soldier shouted
to us to take cover as lsraeli
planes were still attacking the
COnvoyS,

‘“We jumped from our car and
ran into the fields for cover as
Jet planes roared low overhead,
splattering the roadway with
bullets. Some of the bullets fell
a few feet from us.”

The couple spent the night in
Jericho after driving for 30
miles without lights, then made
their way to Amman early the
next morning.

Oswald Quinn, a white-haired
American tourist from Sacra-
mento, Calif., traveled to Am-
man in the car with the Mexi-
can couple.

“You should have been it in
Jerusalem,” Quiun said. “] was
pinned standing against the wall
near the hotel while machine
gun bullets kicked up the dust
less than four feet from me.”
