In tha discussion regarding com 

petition with Sanford celery from 
outside sources I wish to say a few 
words: I am not nearly so much 
alarmed over competition from' 
other counties of the state aa I am 
over the fact|that)there|is!no|co-oi 
eratlon In the distribution and sa 
of Seminole's County’s 7000 cars o:’ 
celery# which constitutes over three 
fourths of the celery crop of Flori 
da.

Wo have in Seminole County al 
of the advantages essential for the 
growing o f celery every month in 
the year that it can be markete< 
to advantage in the northern ant 
eastern markets and I am not 
greatly worried about outside FIo- 
rido A districts taking out* business 
away from us if we will prepare 
our celery in a proper manner and 
merchandize it by proper methods.

During the eighteen years that 1 
have been in the celery business in 
Sanford I have seen a half-dozen 
districts in the state start growing 
this crop and each time there was 
fear expressed that Sanford was 
going to be badly hurt by the com 
petition, which fear proved un­
grounded.

I refer particularly to extension 
of the celery area in Manatee 
County, from her regular, loamy 
soil, down on to the muck Bouth 
and southeast, to the Ocklnwahn 
mucksoils of Marion County, the 

elsmero muck development, the 
North Apopka Davis Muck Soil 
venture Volusia County
celery boom near Daytons. Now, aa 
a mntter of fact, Manatee County 
ut ong time grew os much celery ns 
Seminole County but today she 
grows only about one-clghth as 
jnuch. Why.? The Ocklnwahn muck 

about three 
years nnd the others about the 
same length of time. Why? Be- 
cause.in my opinion, muck soil 1b 
not safe soil for celery throughout 
the entire celery season nnd no sec­
tion can prosper when dependent 
upon n short Benson of one or two 
month's production.

We have every advantage neces­
sary to mnintain our position as 
th0 greatest celery district In the 
world, including fine muck soils 
for those who wish to grow extra 
late celery, if we will just take ad- 

antage of our position properly

through' economical operation of 
our farms and packing-houses, and 
proper merchandizing of. our pro­
duct. But in the final preparation 
o f our product for marketing and 
in the proper distribution and sale 
tff It we are far behind where we 
should be and where we must be 
before our celery business is on a 
sound basis.

Wc need a clearing-houso for 
celery just as badly as the citrus- 
growers need their clearing-house. 
There is practically no difference 
between our problem nnd those of 
the citrus-growers save that ours 
is a much simpler proposition to. 
control because 75 percent of the 
crop is in this one county.

With n standard pack o f fin­
ished celery, proper!- advertise#! 
and properly distributed and mar­
keted, I, for one, would have no 
fears for the future of Seminole 
County's celery business,
