So
close was Radek to the powers that be In Moscow that a
single word published in "Isvestia” was taken as a rord
from 8talin himself.

for their Uvea charged with plotting against the Stale.

In all more than a
hundred leading Bolshevists hvre been arrested since the
trial of the seventeen principals began. )
- Strangest of all, these seventeen have confessed in ad-
vance to all tha crimes with which they are charged. They
are accused of a vast conspiracy to sabotage the entire
Soviet railroad aystem, to assure defeat of Russia in the
event of a war with Japar., or Germany, or both, to bring
about the overthrow of Joseph Stalin and bring back a
modified form of capitalism to Russia, and to tom over to
Germany the rich Ukraine valley, and to cede to Japan the
vast Russian provinces In tha east.

To all thla Radek and the rest itesd guilty, knowing
full well that the only leniency they will receive for their
eonfessinna Is the firing squad. One wonders whut mod-
em methods of efficiency have been developed In Russian
courts of justice that inevitable bring about these nmaa-
Ing confessions -on the part ot every plotter ever
bended by the Ogpu.
