Actuarial studies showed that as human life has becer\
extended, heart disease has become the number one-Kill-
er, and the Incidence is especially heavy among business
executives with large responsibilities.

0. J. Arnold, president, Northwestern National Life
Insurance Company, has just published a booklet on the
subject. It contains good ndvice which mny not have
come to the attention of readers of this column who llave
not had occasion to consult cardiac specialists. Since pre-
vention is better that! drugs, It seem* worth while to
summarize some of the advice given for the care and
feeding of top men of industry and finance.
