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34 Dead On State Highways;
More Than 400 Dead In U.S.

Florida's Labor Day weekend traffic toll soared far
above the worst advance estimates for summer's final
holiday period swelled by three multi-death accidents.
.. At least 34 persons perished on the state's highways
in the 78 hours between 6 p.m. Friday and midnight
Monday.

* The Florida Highway Patrol had estimated no more
than 23 persons would lose their lives ln traffic during
that épriod. * -

Nationwide, more than 400 Americans were killed on
the nation's highways during the Labor Day holiday
weekend, bringing the death toll close to the lower
range of the National Safety Council predictions.

A UPI count early today indicated at least 417 people
had died on the nation's highways since the holiday
death count began at 6 p.m., local time, Friday.

- California seported lha.mbst traffic fatals with 44
followed by Florida with 28, Texas with 24 and New
York with 21,

The National Safety Council estimated between 450
and 550 people would be killed before the holiday ended
at midnight Monday.

Storm Forming In Tropics

MIAMI (UPI) — A tropical depression cruised at a
steady 18 miles an hour across the mid-Atlantic today
and hurricane forecasters said it might pick up enough
punch to become Trnplcal Storm Danielle before
midnight,

Late Monday night the poorly defined center of the
depression was located more than 1,000 miles east of
the northern Leeward Islands. It was moving west-
northwest with sustained winds of 35 miles an hour —
four miles an hour short of tropical storm strength.

The Nallunal Hurricane Center in Miami said the
dcpressmn was expected to continue on the same
course with the 3ame 18 miles an hour forward speed
for the next 24 hours.

Judge Slaps Out Charges,
Rules In Student Paddling

Seminole County teachers are frée to
paddle students in any fashion, at any
‘time, and as many times as they want,
unless they use excessive force or do it in
a cruel or unusual manner,

That s the result of a decision handed
down by County Judge Wallace Hall
dismissing charges against a Sanford
teacher who had been accused of battery,
sald Chief Assistant State Attorney Chris
Ray.
Elsa Marie Caskey, 30, of 1387
Sacramento St., Deltona, was cleared of
charges she battered Wayne Foley, an 8-
year-old student in her Sanford Gram-
mar School class on May 15.

But Hall's decision goes beyond
throwing oyt the case. It throws out the
school district's rights to set up
guidelines on how corporal punishment
should be administered, stating the
section of the law which gave each school
board the right to set up its own
guidelines is unconstitutional.

In short, Hall ruled all teachers are
immune to prosecution unless they do
real harm to a student, State Attorney
Steven Horniffer said.

Caskey was charged with the crime of
misdemeanor battery in June, about a
month after Foley came home from
school with bruises on his buttocks.

Foley's grandparents took him to
Seminole Memorial Hospital. Sanford
police and Health and Rehabilitative
Services officers began an investigation,

Caskey said she paddled Foley, stepson
of Rep. Richard Kelly, R-New Port
Richey, twice that day, once for pushing
a student and once for knocking a student
down

Police and assistant state attorneys
.said Caskey did not paddle the child in
accordance with school rules on how and
when a child should be hit,

“Under state education law, a teacher
who follows school paddling rules and
does not act with malice or excessive
force is immune from prosecution for his
or her actions.

Hall also held that teachers have the
right to act as parents, and have the right
to administer as much corporal punish-
ment as a parent might give,

Horniffer said this amounted to any
action which did not cause bruises so
severe the child might not be able to sit
down for a day or cuts.

He said the state had stipulated in its
case that the large black bruises called
‘“superficial" by Seminole Medical
Examiner G.V. Garay were not severe
enough to cause harm, which would have
possibly cleared the way for prosecution
and raised the level of the crime com-
mitted.

Chief Assistant State Attorney Chris
Ray sald he had decided not to try to
appeal the case, because Hall's
reasoning Is correct, He said he has sent
copies of the opinion to Seminole County
Schools Superintendent Willlam Layer,
saying he would neither file a “frivolous”
appeal, nor lobby for changes In the law
in order to try and get firm guidelines on

on the "in loco parentis’ concept, which
allows teachers to act as if they were
parents, according to the decision.

Some of the attorneys feel Hall ruled
properly that the Legislature could not
give each school board the authority to
limit immunity given teachers when they
paddled, but said they were upset by the
vacuum created when Hall's decision
swept away those guidelines.

An appeal might have forced the
legislature to correct its error, they say.

Hall's decision applies only to Seminole
County unless appealed, although it can
be used in other state courts to advise
judges as to how they should rule on
similar cases.

School officials say at least one of
every nine Seminole County public school
students was paddled at least once with
official sanctions during the 1978-79
school year.

Under the guidelines thrown out by
Hall, corporal punishment had to be
approved, if not administered by a school
principal or designee. The method of
administering blows was also defined in
the regulations.

Assistant state attorneys said a
decision had originally been made to
prosecute Caskey because she not only
left marks on a student severe enough to
mandate an HRS Investigation, but had
not followed the school regulations while
paddling him.
