Wheth-
er a separate utilities rommlaainn
will i-e created of the electric
power plants and linea will ue
made another department of the
state railroad commission Is a mat-
ter of speculation aa yet.

Tnlillr utilities have grown to
au<h proportions in the atate that
the necessity of regulation br leg-
islation la not only advisable but
almost necessary to preserve the
safety of the public and prevent
the occupation of public highways
by power lines which have a ten-
dency to Interfere with the opera-
tiona of telephone service* through
Inductive Interference and to a cer-
tain extant render tha highway it-
self unsafe from tha liability of

which it in most likely the Powers thcmrelves would rrefer.
