Don't Try-Lesing-

Weight All At Once

DEAR DR. LAMB — My
husband and I have decided to
lose a few pounds together. The
ideas Is fine with me but my
problem is I don't really know
what our calorie intake should
be to lose and maintain a
certain weight.

I usually go on a 1000-calorie
diet when I want to lose some
fat but I know the calorie
requirements are different for
men. My husband is 39 years
old and he is 5 feet 8 and wants
to maintain 155 pounds. Right
now he is five or six pounds over
that.

I'm 38 years old, 5 feet 2, of
medium frame and weigh 125. I
would like to maintain 115
pounds. We are both active and
play tennis together and plan to
start jogging again. I would
appreciate any information you
can give us.

DEAR READER — The most
important advice I can give you
Isnottotrytolose the weight all
at once. Since you are both
active, it would be a simple
matter to lose the small amount
of welght you want to get rid of
through increased exercise. It
doesn’t have to be strenuous
exercise either.

If you'll just stay on the same
diet and be very careful not to
Increase your calorie intake, all
you would need to do is walk a
mile-and-a-half a day. That
would be approximately 90
calories a day for your
husband. If he did this every
day, within a year's time he
would have eliminated the
number of calories in ap-
proximately 10 pounds of body
fat.

Since you weigh a little less
and it requires fewer calories
‘or you to walk a mile, you
won't do as well but the results
will still be very impressive.

Now that’s the healthy way to
lost a small amount of excess

fat. It's so much better for your
body than those wild fad diets
that people use for a crash
weight loss. Most of those really
tend to wreck people’s health.
The only good thing about them
is that most people don't stay on
them.

Now if you want to sensibly
speed up your weight loss a
little bit, it wouldn't hurt for you
to drop off one or two items in
your diet that you know contain
some calories that you could do
without, This might be sugar in
your coffee, if you drink coffee,
or some other sweet drink that
you could do without. It could be
a simple dessert or even a slice
of bread. I like for people to get
whole grain cereals, which
means whole wheat bread. But
if you are eating white bread in
particular, I don't consider
leaving off a slice of that a day
any great loss to your
nutritional intake.

I am sending you The Health
Letter number 4-7, Weight
Losing Diet, that you can use as
a guide to have a well-balanced
low-calorie diet.

This is not the kind of diet that
I think you should stay on for a
long period of time. In fact you
can add to this diet the foods
that you might need to make
yourself feel a little more
satisfied with the food you're
eating. It's all right in your case
because you don't really need to
lose many pounds and if you'll
just add the little exercise that |
suggested each day, your
problem will solve itself.

He said the sentiment exists
because of a widespread feeling among
blacks that the present facility on First
Street is providing them with “‘second

class care."

The Seminole Memorial Hospital Board of Trustees Monday
agreed to call a special public hearing for discussion on the
alternatives for expanding or relocating the facility.

The date of the hearing will be set at the regular meeting of the
hospital board on May 22. The decision to hold a public hearing
came after a two-hour special session of the board’s building and
finance committee during which a consultant's report detailing

posing factions of the hospital's doctors, with about 50 percent of
the physicians in favor of relocation, and the other half in favor of
expanding the current facility.

Two weeks ago, the New York consulting firm of Booz, Allen &
Hamilton released a report recommending the hospital be
relocated to a site outside the city of Sanford.

The report stated that if financing from the Farmers Home
Administration could be obtained, it would be less costly to build a
new hospital than to renovate the existing hospital on First
Street.

The report stated that if FmHA loan money could not be ob-
tained, the renovation alternative would be preferred from a
financial standpoint. Renovation would be financed by use of tax-
exempt bonds.

However, during Monday's meeting a representative from the
consulting firm and one of the board members suggested the
relocation alternative should be explored even if it were the more
expensive plan.

Philip Lathrop of Atlanta, one of the consultants who helped
prepare the report, told board members that the recom-

mendations submitted were based strictly on finances, but that
given the cost difference if FmHA money is not available, it still

might be worthwhile to pursue relocation rather than renovation.
He said that there would be a cost difference of about $1.5 million
between relocation and renovation if both alternatives had to be
based on conventional financing. The renovation would cost about
$16 million and the relocation would cost about $17.3 million,
according to the report.

“The figures are close and you have to consider the other
factors that go into a decision to relocate or renovate,” Lathrop
said.

He said the demographics of the county indicate from a
marketing standpoint it would be better to relocate to a more
competitive area of the county.

“Clearly, renovation is not the best alternative on qualitative
grounds,” Lathrop said.

By GEOFFREY POUNDS Committee chairman Allan E. Keen said the difference between

relocation and renovation was “surprisingly small." Given the
fact that a new facility could be built for $1.5 million more than it
would cost to renovate the existing hospital, even if low-interest
FmHA money could not be obtained, Keen said the non-financial
aspects should be examined more closely.

“‘We have to look to the future to see what this hospital should be
doing for all the people of Seminole County," he said. *“We need to
be far-sighted and not make a short-term decision.

Keen also suggested that the possibility of relocation could be
explored using a combination of funding sources, including
FmHA and tax exempt bonds.

Hospital Administrator Charles Bentley, who previously en-
dorsed the recommendation to move the hospital, said part of the
cost difference between renovation and relocation under any
financing plan, would be offset by the loss of revenue incurred if

Doctors
Split On
Move

Physiclans at Seminole Memorial
Hospital have lined up by a slim margin in
favor of building a new facility rather than
renovating existing building.

By a 57 percent to 43 percent margin, the
doctors favor the relocation outside the
citv of Sanford. Letters sent to the hospital
board of trustees indicate that all 41 staff
physicians have taken a position one way
or another.

*“We strongly recommend that the Board
of Trustees of the Seminole Memorial
Hospital decline the relocation of this
hospital and construction of an entirely

naw faciiity. We twrther ballave thal It ia
extremely unrealistic to consider the

expenditure of 16 to 21 million dollars in

the refurbishing, enlargement, and code

conformance of the present facility as has

been suggested," said a letter signed by 18

doctors opposing a move.

Those opposed also wrote: “‘A much
more realistic approach must be taken
that will provide the essentials at a cost
factor far, far below that which has been
projected. We are not architects or
hospital designers, however, in discussion
with professionals in this area, it would
appear that a gross figure in the neigh-
borhood of 6 to 8 million dollars would be
much more than sufficient.

"It is further apparent that our hospital
has been allowed to deteriorate and that
maintenance is at its lowest since this
hospital has been constructed. We urge the
Board of Trustees of the Seminole
Memorial Hospital to take a positive step
immediately towards this much needed
maintenance."

However, 23 doctors submitted a
counter-letter to the board expressing
their preference for a new hospital. Those
in favor of relocation wrote: *‘We feel that
the selection of a new hospital and a new
location generally south and west of the
Sanford city limits near Lake Mary
Boulevard and Interstate 4 would be much
the preferable option and strongly urge
that this alternative be actively and
urgently pursued as rapidly aspossible."

In making their recommendation, the 23
doctors favoring relocation listed the
following reasons:

"“1) A new hospital and a new site could
be located nearer the center of the service
and growth area.

2) Construction of a new hospital would
not disrupt care in the present facility for
the projected four plus years as the
renovation of the present facility would.

3) A new hospital could be built on a
much larger site and would not be

Public Opinion Polls
Show Trudeau Losing

OTTAWA (UPI) — The latest Canadian public opinion
poll indicates Liberal Prime Minister Pierre Trudeau
might be headed for defeat in next Tuesday's federal
elections.

A survey conducted for the stateowned Canadian
Broadcasting Corporation during the past
two weeks showed the opposition Conservative party, led
by Alberta-born Joe Clark, leads the Liberals nationwide
by a slim 1.3 percent.

The Conservatives polled 40.9 percent of the decided
voters compared to 39.6 percent for the Liberals and 14.5
percent for the: Ed Broadbent's left-leaning New
Democratic Party.

Queen Opens Parliament

LONDON (UPI) — Outside it may have been the 20th
century, but inside the House of Lords it was the England
of centuries past today when Queen Elizabeth formally
opened Parllament in an ancient display of royal
pageantry.

The queen, dressed in a floor-length, gold-embroidered
gown, arrived from Buckingham Palace in the blue and
gold Irish State Coach, drawn by four white horses and
trailed by the Household Cavalry, the gold breastplates on

Cargo Capsule Arrives

MOSCOW (UPI) — An unmanned Soviet cargo capsule
successfully docked with the Salyut 6 space laboratory
today, delivering a vital cargo of fuel and supplies to two
cosmonauts who have been in orbit 79 days.

The official Soviet news agency Tass sald Progress 6,
carrying an estimated 2.5 tons of supplies, docked with
Salyut 6 at 2:19 a.m. EDT.

The Progress capsules have played a major role in the
Soviet Union's highly successful spacelab program. The
ability to resupply the station through the use of un-
manned capsules allows the cosmonauts to stay up for
extended periods.

Carter's Promises Kept

WASHINGTON (UPI) — President Carter’s pledge of
$4.8 billion in military and economic aid to Egypt and
Israel as the two former enemies search for peace now
appears certain of being honored by Congress.

By an overwhelming 73-11 margin, the Senate approved
the money measure Monday and sent it to the House.

An almost identical bill, tailored to Carter’s promise of
help over the next three years, has cleared the House
Forelgn Affirs Committee and passage is expected when
the House schedule permits.

Trade Agreement Signed

HONG KONG (UPI) — U.S. Commerce Secretary
Juanita Kreps said today she expects Congressional
approval in “early to mid-summer” for the new Sino-
American trade pact, but she cautioned U.S. businessmen
not to expect a bonanza from the accord.

The trade agreement was initialed Monday by Chinese
officials and Mrs. Kreps in Peking and Canton.

Mrs. Kreps said China's current ‘‘readjustment” of its
modernization program will not affect trade with the
United States.

Anti-Terrorists On Guard

ROME (UPI) — The first contingent of a 10,000 man
military force fanned out on the edge of Rome today to
mptﬂlc installations against continuing terrorist

Al the moment the troops are not to be used inside Rome
itself, but will be called in during the general election June
3 and 4 to guard polling stations.

Extreme leftists, notably the Red Brigades, have
denounced the elections as “‘a fraud.”

Clashes Reported In Iran

TEHRAN, Iran (UPI) — Military commanders and
religious leaders met today to discuss how to dissolve
powerful militia groups in the southern port of
Khorramshahr because of weekend clashes between
miltiamen and Arab nationalist funmen.

The talks began Monday and were attended by Admiral
Anmad Madani, commander of the Iranian navy, and
religious, army and police representatives at
Khorramshahr, 620 miles south of Tehran, near the Iragi

border. Another round was scheduled Tuesday.

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In Jail Fire

“The 37th civil suit to date has
been filed against the sheriff,
Seminole County and others in
connection with the June 9, 1975
fire at Seminole County Jail
that left 10 inmates and one
jailer dead.

Carl Lee Brown and his wife,
Ethel, charged Sheriff John
Polk with negligence in that he
‘‘carelessly maintained,
supervised and controlled” the
jail at the time of the fire.

Brown alleges the jail's
facilities were improperly
equipped to ensure the safety of
inmates in the event of fire. As
a result, Brown, who was an
inmate on June 9, 1975, claims
he was ‘“seriously and
grievously injured” as he
sustalned bruises on his head,
neck and back.

He is seeking to recover in
excess of $2,500 in damages and
personal injury.

Among his allegations
against the Sheriff and coundy,
Brown cites the failure to have
fire or smoke detectors and

failure to have a master locking
system to release inmates in
the event of a fire.

The 1975 fire apparently was
started by an inmate who set
his mattress afire. Brown's suit
claims Seminole County was
negligent in placing a ‘‘known
troublemaker” in a cell used to
store flammable mattresses
without proper supervision,

Other defendants named in
Brown's suit include: Supreme
Sales Co., Inc., General Tire
and Rubber Co.; Appalachian
Insurance Co. of Providence,
R.I., and Liberty Mutual
Insurance Co.

Brown charges negligence on
the part of the supplier of the
mattresses, Supreme Sales Co.,
Inc. and the maker of the
polyurethane used in the
manufacture of the mattresses,
General Tire and Rubber Co.

Both companies claimed the
mattresses were inflammable
and would not give off a toxic
smoke or gas if ignited, the civil
suit states. All 11 victims of the
fife died of smoke inhalation,
according to records.

Kennedy Seeks President's

His
plan succeeded by an over-
whelming 255-144 margin.

The budget the House adopt-
ed “contains the lowest deficit
we've seen in many a year,”
said Budget Committee Chair-
man Robert Giaimo, D-Conn.

By allowing for actual growth
in only a few programs, such as
defense, and holding other
increases even with inflation,
Giaimo sald the plan makes “‘a
contribution to trying to arrive
at a balanced budget.”

The House and Senate Budget
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Kennedy's bill, looked
forward to working with
him, and shared the belief

the country needs com-
prehensive national health
insurance.

That was as far as
Califano was prepared to
go, however. He said the
White House is sticking to
its different approach as
the only one Congress will
accept. He said Carter
believes in that course
because it will not create
problems in the health care
system or in the economy.

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It's Time To Meet
Our Obligations

When the Senate ratified the Panama Canal
treaties in April a year ago, certain elements in the
House of Representatives, resentful at their con-
stitutional exclusion from the treaty process,
warned they would get in their licks at the time
appropriations would be needed to fund the
arrangements.

With the treaties due to go into effect on October
1, the time has come to implement them and the
congressmen are making good their threat with a
vengeance. Suddenly the Panama Canal is back
with us as a full-blown controversy. The Carter
administration’s implementation bill, which would
provide funds to rearrange military installations
and establish a quasi-governmental corporation to
administer the Canal for the next 20 years, was
ambushed almost as soon as it arrived from the
White House.

The powerful House Rules Committee by a three-
to-one margin approved a substitute bill (H.R. 111)
proposed by Rep. John M. Murphy, D-N.Y., and his
Merchant Marine and Fisheries Committee. Under
this measure, the Canal Commission would be a
U.S. governmental agency whose budget would
have to be approved each year by Congress. And its
nine members, five American and four
Panamanian, would require Senate confirmation
and be ‘directed"” by the U.S. Secretary of
Defense. In time of peril, a U.S. military officer
would control the Canal in violation of the treaty.

But the Murphy bill's departure from ad-
ministration wishes and general understandings
with Panama is pale compared with a bill, H.R.
1958, sponsored by Rep. George Hansen, R-Idaho, a
bitter enemy of the treaties. The Hansen measure,
which already has almost 200 co-sponsors, would
prescribe Canal operating conditions and ensure
that all costs of transferring ownership will be
borne by Panama.

Earlier this spring in a spiteful example of
juvenile muscle-flexing designed to humiliate and
antagonize Panamanians, the House pointedly
removed $2.7 million in arms aid to Panama from
the foreign military assistance bill, repudiating a

U.S. pledge made during the treaty negotiations.

But congressmen do not bear all the blame for
this latest Canal polemic. Treaty opponents have
been aroused by a report that Panama plans to levy

a confiscatory tax on U.S. businesses in the soon-to-.

be dissolved Canal Zone, retroactive to 1903 and by
Panamanian claims to moveable U.S. property.

Viewing the destructive Hansen-bill alternative,
the administration, through its spokesmen, has
said it can live with the Murphy bill as a substitute
for its own. Inasmuch as informed observers
believe only the Murphy version has a chance of
passage, the White House would, it seems to us, be
wise to organize support for it when it reaches the
House floor within the next few days, instead of
merely acquiescing in unrealistic hopes for
something better.

Meanwhile, it would be helpful all around if the
State Department could persuade Panama to
desist from its own muscle flexing and obtain some
reassurances about Panamanian intentions with
respect to U.S. interests.

The question of a phased ceding of American
control of the Canal to Panama by the year 2000
admitted to honest, deeply felt differences in this
country. But once the agreed-on treaties were
signed and ratified, they became the solemn
obligation of the United States. In the end, the
House of Representatives has no constitutional
alternative but to honor the spirit and lettcr of that
pledge. Moreover, the current attempts by
congressmen to contravene the Panama Canal
treaties threaten to forefeit one of the largest U. S.
considerations, for which we paid so high a price,
and that is a better and long-lasting footing with
our Latin American neighbors.

A Bad
Gimmick
Retired

WASHINGTON (NEA) — The Democratic
party and President Carter have quietly
abandoned a highly questionable fund-raising
device — the use of simulated White House
stationery to solicit political contributions.

When the Democratic National Committee
earlier this year mailed out thousands of letters
to potential donors, both the envelope and the
letterhead carried the legend, “The White
qu.n

White House stationery traditionally has been
used only for official business. No previous
president has so blatantly used the prestige of
the executive mansion to stimulate contributions
to either Republicans or Democrats.

The gimmick produced considerable revenue
for the Desnocrats but it also generated a good
deal of unfavorable publicity for the party.

The latest round of direct mail solicitations
carries a new line atop the first page of the let-
ter: “Jimmy Carter — Washington, D.C."” and
name of the real sponsor of the mailing, the
Democratic party, appears in prominent type at
the bottom of that page.

Legislators serving the supposedly economy-
minded 96th Congress continue to tak out of both
sides of their mouths, promising to cut t2xes and
the federal budget while simultaneously
bragging about the expensive federal programs
they have attracted to their states and districts,

The most recent example involves Sen.
Richard S. Schweiker, R-Pa., who introduced
legislation to limit the growth of federal spen-
ding on the grounds that Congress must be ““truly
serious about fighting inflation, cutting back
federal spending and balancing the budget.”

Explained Schweiker: ‘‘There has been no
clearer mandate from the American people in
recent years than their desire to balance the
budget, limit government spending and cut
taxes."

But the Coalition of American Public
Employees discovered that only one month
earlier the senator distributed to his constituents
a mr;nletter “proudly citing his raids on pork
w ."

Economizer Schweiker boasted of his role in
securing for Pennsylvania federal funds to
finance a $10 million highway bypass, a $7.8
million lock and dam project and $5 million for
river and beach anti-erosion projects.

After almost a decade of intensive lobbying,
the nation’s biggest marketers of soft drinks
believe they have lined up a majority in both
houses of Congress to gain special immunity
from federal anti-trust laws.

The political struggle began in 1971, when the
staff of the Federal Trade Commission charged
that the major producers of carbonated soft
drinks violated the anti-trust statues through the
use of unique franchising arrangments.

Shift Change May Save $

NEW YORK (UPI) — Factory production in
some companies is being shifted to night
operations to take advantage of lower off-peak
power rates, but it's a change not to-be made

lightly.

It is not yet possible to measure the shift, but
the trend has been noted by Norman Industries,
a Chicago management consulting firm, and
National Utility Service of New York, which
handles electric rate problems for large con-
sumers all over the world.

It is known that only about 20 percent of all
factory output in the United States and Europe
presently is accomplished on the night shift,

Neither of the two firms could estimate how
much a company might save by shifting
production to the night shift. National Utllity
Service sald every case would be different.

Obviously, the savings must be substantial if
they are to offset the pay differentials for night
and overnight work that prevail in many in-
dustries.

There is another serious problem, says
President Norman Kiven of the Chicago firm:
the sloppy attitude towards productivity of many
workers and even supervisors on the night shift.

Kiven's company has been using concealed
television cameras to monitor performance of
the night shift in factories. He says the results
confirm the old saying that in many
the night shift is “out of sight and out of mind"
and the productivity of night workers low
relative to that of day workers.

He conceded there are biological and
psychological reasons for this that have to be
overcome. Chief of these is the circadian rhyth-
m, "the internal body clock that seems to dictate

mngmefmmummmmum

Studies of these rhythms in the 1950s produced
the parallel discoveries that accident rates,
alcoholism and other undesirable factors were
more prevalent among night workers than day
workers,

Employee reluctance to move to the night shift
also has to be overcome.

Ford Motor Co. told Kiven it'got good results -

from night shift workers in Chicago but it took
unflagging management attention to accomplish
it. The key to success is being careful in choosing
what kind of worker to put on the night shift, said
Ford supervisor Al Potter. The personnel office
must choose people who are highly motivated.

Kiven's TV cameras dealt in the main with less
sophisticated but equally difficult problems to
handle — drinking on the job, sleeping on the job,
sloppy work, failure to live up to work rules,
pilferage and vandalism.

In one milk plant, the cameras
revealed the whole work force, which was sup-
posed to start at 4 a.m., wasn't showing up until
almost § o'clock. The entire shift in another plant
was starting 15 minutes late and quitting 10
minutes early.

These were in companies where assembly
production line actually was measured in worker

When the Senate ratified the Panama Canal
treaties in April a year ago, certain elements in the
House of Representatives, resentful at their con-
stitutional exclusion from the treaty process,
warned they would get in their licks at the time
appropriations would be needed to fund the
arrangements.

DEAR DR. LAMB — I am a
woman in my 60s. I had mono a
year ago and it flared up again.
What is the cause of
mononucleosis and how does
one get over it so it doesn’t
come back again?

DEAR READER — Infec-
tious mononucleosis is known
as the kissing disease. It's
particularly apt to occur in the
college-age population, It's
caused by a virus and one way
of transmitting it is by kissing.

You can get it in other ways
and usually once you've had it
and have totally recovered
you're not likely to develop it
again, just like when you
recover from measles, chicken
pox or any variety of viral in-
fections.

Often the infection occurs in
very early childhood and the
symptoms are in-
distinguishable from a minor
respiratory infection. These
children then have immunity to
infectious mononucleosis and
don't have it later in life.

For avarietyof reasons, some
people escape this infection in
early childhood and develop it
in early adult life. In these
instances the symptoms may be
more prominent with sore
throat, low-grade fever and a
number of nonspecific symp-
toms. Your doctor usually
makes the diagnosis on the
basis of blood tests.

Usually the illness only lasts
a few weeks although there
may be residual fatigue,
faintness and such nonspecific
symptoms for some months
after the acute illness has
subsided.

In some instances if the
symptoms are marked, doctors
will give steroid hormones to
help decrease the symptoms.
They really don't cure the in-
fection.

Usually the illness has to run
its course and should leave no
permanent residual damage.
There are very rare cases of a
ruptured spleen and it's

probably wise during the. acute
illness not to engage in ex-
cessive amounts of physical
exertion.

How do you like being in the
college age crowd? Mos_g
parents and grandparents havé
already been exposed to the
virus at some point in life and'
it's relatively uncommon for
individuals in your age group to
develop infectious
mononucleosis.

DEAR DR. LAMB — What is
the difference in an angiogram
and a myelogram?

DEAR READER — An
angiogram is an X ray. Dve Is
injected into the circulation
which is opaque to X ray,
Pictures are then taken and you
can outline the size of arteries,’
veins or chambers of the heart.
If there's an obstruction in an
artery that's being examined,
you can see it because the flow
of the dye is blocked.

A mylelogram involves an
injection into the space around
the spinal cord. Since the dye is
opaque to X ray, you're able to
outline anatomnical structures
that you ordinarily wouldn't be
abletosee. A ruptured disc that
is sticking into the space around
the spinal cord or even pressing
against the cord can be seen by
an indentation in the dye.

portions of the old hospital had to be closed during a renovation.
Bentley said the $1.5 million difference in the alternatives did not
take into account lost revenues for an extended period during

renovation.

Hospital board chairman Thomas E. Blayney sald that on the
basis of the consultant’s report he now favors the relocation op-
tion. He said the hospital is in a competitive position and must
react to that situation.

““Hospital business is big business. . . the competition is there. If
Florida North or any of the other hospitals had a chance to move
into Lake Mary at their advantage, they'd do it,”” he said.

But board member Sophie Shoemaker said she questioned

relocation.

“Are our problems so bad that we can't get a complete break-
down of costs, to see exactly what each repair would cost?" she

Bentley said the hospital is already in violation cf several life-
safety codes in relation to its air-conditioning system.

Mrs. Shoemaker also said she was worried a relocation would
change the character of the hospital. She said: “For the past 30
years we've been a small community hospital catering to the
specific needs of our patients and not competing with the larger
hospitals,” she said.

“1f we move, are we going to seek family-type practice or go to
clinics and specialized care?”

Bentley said that whatever option is decided upon, the
character of the service will not change dramatically.

“I don't see us changing our role whichever way we go,"” he
said. “We need better emergency room and outpatient care.
We're going to stress those things in any improvements we make,
but we won’t go into exotics like open heart surgery or organ
transplants.”
