Jazz singer keeps a song

W IN TE R  SPRINGS —  Evelyn McGee 
Stone always knew she was a singer.

For as long as she could remember, the 
jazz singer was performing at weddings, 
funerals and churches.

At the age of 18, Stone was singing at a 
community center in her hometown of 
Anderson, S.C., when she was discovered 
by the International Sweethearts of Rhythm. 
The leader of the all-female jazz band was 
so impressed with Stone's singing, she was 
immediately asked to join as the group's 
lead vocalist.

That night in 1939, despite the pleading 
tears of her mother. Stone packed her 
belongings and stepped onto the group bus 
headed for Piney Woods, Miss. Anxious to 
leave Anderson after the Great Expression, 
Stone had no idea how successful the band 
would become when she joined the group 
of strangers.

T h e  band became one of America's

greatest all-girl jazz bands,' she said. 
“That's also how I met my husband.”

in her heart
Stone, who now lives in Winter Springs, 

is still singing at the age of 79. Last year she 
released her first solo CD, “Jump Back,' 
which was co-produced by her Lite hus­
band, rock pioneer Jesse Stone. The album 
includes many of the tunes that she sang 
with the International Sweethearts of 
Rhythm, as well as songs written by Jesse-.

Despite a lack of formal training in 
music. Stone eventually went on to become 
the- leader of the band.

' I  couldn't even read a line of music and 
they stuck a baton in my hand,” she said. “I 
didn't even know what I was doing. I just 
kept a big smile on my face and no one 
knew.

' I  enjoyed singing because 1 made people 
happy. They watched me and enjoyed it.J 
she said.

The band toured the country, performing 
as many as five shows a day in front of 
sold-out audiences. The International 
Sweethearts of Rhythm was so popular that
