Beachhead.

Ita swift drive—70 miles In
four days— threatened soon to
close the gap between the two
fronts and seal tens of thousands
nf Bed Koreans in the aouth.

Allied forces scorn! sharp gains
all along the southeastern front,
from Yongiiok on the Hea of
Jnpan to Chinju on the southwest.

But Allied commanders were
throwing the greatest weight of
manpower into the toiltie to se-
cure symbolic- Seoul.

The Beds raptured the South
Korean capital three days after
they Invaded across Parallel .IH
June 26—just three montha ago.

The U. H. and South Koreain In-
fantrymrn of the Seventh LBviaion
rwrpt eastward across the Reoul-
Ruwon road and jumped the Han
southeast of the rity.

Artillery liarrsyes temporarily
silenced Bed gunfire on South
Mountain a 700-foot hill looking

over the south approaches to
Seoul.
Col. l.ewis (Chesty) Puller's

Jrirst Itegiment Marines, who had
crossed the river from near Yang-
dungpo suburb un the southwest,
joined in the barrage from south-
west city heights.

Fre>h reinforcements poured in-
to the beachhead to throw their
firepower into the climatic bat-
tle for the city.

Airborne infantrymen— 2.400
lamin® Sun.lav at Kimpo airfield
northwest of Seoul. One hundred
fifty planes shuttled the airborne
troop, complete with battle Kkits
from Japan. They had just ar-
rived there by ship from the
United Slate*.

At Inchon, 22 miles west of
Seoul, a fresh 8outh Korean divi-
sion landed.

Both outfit* were started Inland
elthout delay to join in th* fight-
ing.

The Marine Fifth Regiment,
which crossed tha Han last Wad-
nestlay. drove into the city from
the north and west against strong-
ly defended Red porltlons.

South Koreans Marines were
throwing their weight In the drive
from the west.

Columns of smoke towered over
the city. Three Bed Koreans regi-
ments on the north, ami elements
of two divisions on the south,
bitterly resisted the sdvsnce.

Seoul la g city built abort
ground.

The 24th Division captured
Kumchon, 10 miles northwest of
Taegu, against bitterly-resisting
elements of the Communist Ninth
Division. The Communists had
been ordered to hold ul»en the main
route north at all costs ns an
escape gateway for crumbling
Rtd Korean divisions In the south.

"We are likely to run into th*
whole enemy Ninth Division be
fore this is through." said Maj.
(ieneral Frank W. Mllburn, First

Corps commander. "l would Just
as soon destroy thsm here as any
place.”

Rut while the 24th Divisloe
smashed against this Red strong-
point, First Cavalry armored pa-
trols made a wide end sweep to
the north against virtually no re-
sistance and rollad all the way
to Chonju.
