have pictured the security of e ten aero farm  where 
man can ralae everything he needs", and the beauty of the 
countryalde with Its tw ittering birds, health, and aunshlne. 
And they have urged th a t machinists, engineers and In­
dustrialists, now out of work In our big cities, trek to the 
woods and taka up tha hoe.

Henry Ford haa oven brought forward a plan where 
the workman In his factories can continue thalr work with 
him and a t the same time cultivate their own little farms 
and In their "off hour*" raise all they need for themselves 
end their families. During alack seasons when production Is 
reduced and mon laid off, they would still have something 
to tlo In the cultivation of their farn)s.

Secretary Hyde of the Department-of-Agriculture, itls- 
cuasea thla "Back-to-the-Farm" movement ut some length 
recently and his conclusion Is that the picture is not an 
pretty as It Is painted. To begin with there la as much up
employment among farmers as among factory workmen und 
It will hardly relieve the general situation any to out fac­
tory men to work on farms when thure are ulready more
farmers than the farms can support.

He fu rther reveals that the ovcr-produrtlon which hss 
characterized the industrial depression is no different from 
the over-production in the field of agriculture. "When we 
study tha 1881 production scale", Secretary Hyde says, "und 
realise what quantltlea of farm products urn still unmarket­
ed from last year’s crops, and how much more went to 
waste while producers went bankrupt, we see very clearly 
why a back-lo-the-fsrm movement Is no answer ut this 
time, either for the established farmer or for the pros­
pective settler."

"From the viewpoint of the man ulready In the farm ­
ing Industry”, he continues, "now producers present a seri­
ous menses to his chances of finding a market for his 
product. Ha knows well that agriculture already has an ex­
cess plant capacity; that on one-third of the 980,000,000 
acres now classed as form lands of the country the Ameri­
can farmer la prbduclng, In addition to enough foods and 
fibers to feed and clothe the Nation,-enormous surpluses of 
certain crop* which ore dragging the market down to an 
appallingly low laval,"

Furthermore, modern farming requires considerable 
capital, In th* old days if a man had enough ready cash to 
buy a ho*, h* could homcaUad his land and start farm­
ing. Today th* aupiillts alone on a ten aero farm will coat 
on an avarago of *1,028, with no allowance for buildings, 
land or Improvements. The Agriculture Secretary says that 
the average dairy farm of ten cows, two horses, and forty 
hens, will requlro 11.118 In capital for supplies only, b e ­
fore a single egg Is laid ur n quart of milk sold.

Bo to advocate a har.k-to-the-farm movement at this 
tlm* will not help the man In the street who is pounding 
his way from door to door looking for u Job.
