The only other source of revenue which sny reputable 
newspaper has Is its advertising receipts. As advertising 
volume declines it is the policy of most newspapers to re­
does their alia—to publish eight psges instead of twelve or 
alxteen, to publish four Instead of six or eight. In this way 
they can reduce their expenses in proportion to their declln- 
fitg receipts, Just si it costs less to build a four room house 
than an eight room house, so are tho mechanical costs of a 
four page paper less than sn eight page paper.

This analogy does not Imply that there la any reduc­
tion In the service rendered by the four page paper any 
more than in toe construction of the fouT room house, 
there la any Implication that it is built of flimey m«_ 
tcrisls and wJU not stand. Aa long as the price rate on the 
smaller house is the same as the price rate on the larger 
one, one is Just as good as the other except that the foim- 
er le smaller.

But with the newspaper, if, In addition to meeting the 
decline In volume, It has also to face s cut In rates, no al­
ternative remains but to reduce such expenditures sa go to 
tbs fathering of news and the creation of reader interest 
In the paper. We believe the public can readily appreciate 
the adverse effect upon business and government which the 
necetslty of receiving congressional news by mall instead 
of by wire, or of trying to satisfy subscribers with a week­
ly publication instead of with a daily, would have.

In this connection It Is interesting to note, in the re­
port of ICiyit Cooper, general mfnager of the Associated 
I'reas, that the news organisations of the United Statea are 
still rendering the same high servieg during this depression 
as In the more advantageous years of the boom and that
