Building “Chinese” Walls

How great la the change thrmifrli which the United
State* la now pouting from the free and easy «iavn of the
past hundred and fifty yearn to the rigidly regulated and
regimented life of the future, can I*e appreciated in part
from recent announcements that the Governor of Florida
in prepared to call out the National Guard in order to keep
the transients of other states oht of Florida. Already 18
"policemen” man the border to prevent "immigration.”

One does not have to be blind to the jm]Ki*aihility of
Florida communities caring for nil the unemployed from
other parts of the country who may hitch-hike their way to
warmer climes, or overlook the injustice which would be
done our own unemployed if we allowed outsiders to come
in during winter months and exhaust available joist, in
order to realize the revolutionary changu which is taking
place when the people of one state can erect impenetrable
harriers against the people of another state.

So far this restriction of “immigration” from, one
stale to another hna confined itself largely to Florida and
California, and to discrimination against a class known as
the "destitute.” Anyone else, whether he lie doctor, lawyer,
merchant, chief, Baptist, Presbyterian, black, while, or
yellow, la free to travel from one state to another the same
ua from one county to another, or from one city to another,
in the same state, nut lhc -"destitute” are barred.

One wonders, if it is legal to set up barriers against
one group of people, if It would not also Ix* legal to pro-
hibit the entrance Into a slate of unother class of jiooplc.
If we can say to the “destitute” of the nation, "You cannot
come here," could wo not also say, if the majority of public
opinion in Florida favored it, to the Mormons of Utah, to
the farmers of New Jersey, or the Middle West, to New
York bankers, to the members of Iwindbokler protective
committees, "You cannot come here.”
