Weinberg. The other three were taken by ambulance to the 
same hospital with minor Injuries.

All were In good condition Wednesday afternoon, a hospital 
spokeswoman said.

Snyder told deputies the four were on their way from 
Eleuthera Island. In the Bahamas, to nearby St. Lucie In­
ternational Airport when the engines failed.

First msningitls death rscordad
FORT WALTON BEACH -  The first death has been recorded 

In an outbreak o f meningitis In this Florida Panhandle city and 
surrounding communities of southern Okaloosa County.

Autopsy results released late Tuesday confirmed that 2- 
year-old Nicholas Dolan of Fort Walton Beach died o f men­
ingitis Friday.

That brought the number of confirmed cases, all children 
ranging In age from 11 months to 14 years, to nine In a 20-day 
period. It equalled the number reported In all of 1995 
throughout Okaloosa County.

The outbreak has prompted a flood of calls from worried 
parents to hospitals and the Okaloosa County Public Health 
Unit.

“ There are a lot of confused, scared people out there." said 
Dr. Matthew Klnzelman. health unit director.

Meningitis Is an Infection of the brain membranes caused by 
bacteria or vlmses. The symptoms can be similar to a cold or 
llu but usually come on suddenly and worsen rapidly. It 
generally strikes children and adults with weakened Immune 
systems.

Lafayette County ordered to pay man
TALLAHASSEE — Officials In rural Lafayette County have 

been ordered to pay a 75-year-old man 8225.000 because they 
violated his civil lights when they sent him to a mental facility.

Emory O'Steen sued the county In federal court In 
Tallahassee In 1993 after County Judge Harlow Land signed 
an order sending O'Steen to a mental facility in Lake City. He 
was released after two weeks.

The Judge's order followed disputes between O'Steen and 
local political figures In Lafayette, about midway between of 
Tallahassee and Gainesville.

Among other things. O'Steen had tried to organize 
Republican candidates In 1992 to challenge Democratic of­
ficeholders and claimed he had an affair with the county’s 
elections supervisor, which she denied.

U.S. District Judge Maurice Paul In Tallahassee ordered the 
county last week to pay $225,000. The county said It plans to 
uppeal. . ,

Paul said in his ruling that the evidence that put O'Steen In 
the mental facility was trumped up. He said O'Steen was a 
victim of “ a pattern of exaggeration, half-truths and stark 
troths.”

ORLANDO — A $6,000 reward is being offered for help In 

finding vnndals who threw rocks from Orlando-area ex­
pressways last weekend, damaging cars and narrowly missing
drivers.

State Attorney Lawson Lamar. Orange County Sheriff Kevin 
Henry and Chairman Wayne Rich of the Expressway Authority 
asked for the public's help In tracking down those responsible.

Lamar suld he would charge the rock throwers with at­
tempted murder. “ They're going to be hunted down." the state 
attorney said Tuesday.

A tourist lost an eye after a rock crashed through the 
windshield of a rental car October 15 In downtown Orlando. In 
that cose. Zakee Quazay Chambers. 13. Is being tried as an 
adult on a charge of throwing a deadly missile Into an occupied 
vehicle.

The rock-throwing last Saturday on the Central Florida 
GreeneWay and the East-West Expressway damaged five cars 
but caused no Injuries.

The reward money Is composed of $5,000 from the Ex­
pressway Authority and $1,000 from Crlmellne. a police- 
sponsored program that encourages anonymous tips and In­
formation.

Deputy Rocky Francisco was 
In the booth with Carrier, and 
Deputy Russell Edwards came In 
as the message cut off. said a 
sheriff's office Internal-affairs 
report. Carrier and Edwards 
r e s ig n e d :  E d w a r d s  w a s  
suspended.

“ Edwards said that Francisco 
‘was shaking his head and gig­
gling.' and Carrier was standing 
near the control panel 'kind of 
fORgllng-"' the report said.

“ It Is abundantly clear that 
Carrier played a portion o f a Ku 
KIux Klan tape to a racially 
mixed dorm of county Jail In­
m ates." wrote sheriff's MaJ. 
Grady Judd In a memo to Alley. 
"N o violence occurred because 
the Inmates displayed more 
restraint than Carrier."

The Inmates did complain to

Jail Sgt. Eddie Johnson about 
the broadcast, saying Francisco 
had done It. according to the 
report. He questioned Francisco, 
who replied that he didn't play 
the me—age but never volun­
teered who did. the report said.

Johnson asked Carrier and 
Edwards, who denied knowledge 
both o r ^ v  and In writing, the 
report said.

Later. Francisco and Edwards 
■aid they didn't want to squeal 
on a fellow guard, and figured 
Carrier would come forward.

Police and federal explosives 
experts combed the blast site 
Wednesday for clues, but said 
they have no Idea who planted

the bomb or why. Situ died In­
stantly o f wounds to hla face and 
h e a d . He had  no k n ow n  
enemies. Tom said.

Lawyers say Sim pson

LO S  A N G E L E S  -  O .J . 
Simpson contradicted state­
ments his lawyers have made 
about how he cut his hand 
around the time his ex-wife and 
her friend were killed, an at­
torney said after Simpson's third 
day of testimony.

Michael Brewer, who repre­
sents Ron Goldman’s mother, 
said there were inconsistencies 
in Simpson's testimony when it 
was compared “ to what has 
been said publicly with respect 
to these cuts."

Lawyers for Goldman's par­
ents and Nicole Brown Simp­
son's estate have also said 
Simpson was caught In Incon­
sistencies during the first two 
days of the private session.

Simpson was acquitted Oct. 3 
of the June 1994 slayings of Ms. 
S im p s o n  a n d  G o ld m a n . 
Goldman's parents and Ms. 
Simpson's estate have filed a 
wrongful-death lawsuit that 
seeks unspecified damages.

Simpson faces a fourth day of 
questioning today.

During S im pson 's murder 
trial, prosecutors claimed he cut 
his left hand while killing his 
ex-wife and her friend and that 
he dripped blood at the crime 
scene.

Simpson's lawyers have given 
differing accounts for the cuts, 
claiming he cut his hand on a 
cellular phone In his Ford 
Bronco the night of the slayings 
and cut It on a glass In a Chicago 
hotel room the next day.

The deposition Is the first time 
Simpson has been questioned 
under oath. Lawyers have grilled 
him about his alibi, what he did 
the day of the slayings, hla trip 
to Chicago that night and a trip 
to  Connecticut for a kn ife 
company’s board meeting.

Simpson’s lawyers have re­
fused to comment on the de­
position.

A lso Wednesday. Sim pson 
gave hla first TV Interview since 
the killings. During hts ap­
pearance on Black Entertain­
ment Television, he blamed the 
media for circulating m isin­
formation and asked to be left 
alone to spend time with hla 
family and children.

Plaintiffs' attorneys In the 
lawsuit said they would closely 
review a videotape of the Inter­
view to ace If they could use It 
against Simpson. The lawsuit la 
expected to go to trial In April.

In a n o th er d e ve lo p m en t 
Wednesday, plaintiffs' lawyers 
agreed to give up their demand 
for a private preview o f a 
videotaped interview Simpson Is 
selling to raise money.

“ We real lied as the deposition 
was going on that there arc 
p len ty  o f questions to ask 
w i t h o u t  g o in g  In t o  t h e  
videotape.' said lawyer Peter 
G c lb lu m . representing the 
Goldmans.

Video producer Tony Hoffman 
had fought early disclosure o f 
the tape, fearing a news leak 
would hurt hla profits.

D es p ite  h er p rogress in g  
pregnancy, she never went to a  
doctor, according lo Judy Hay o f 
Houston's Children Protective 
Services. But this month, she 
finally realized she would need 
help to buy baby food and 
clothes. So she went to the 
welfare office.

Ever since, Cindy has lived In 
fear and desperation. And she 
began to lie.

When police showed up at her 
house, she said she was 14. It 
was her sister who was 10. she 
said. Police believed her.

But soon enough, they caught 
on to the ruse and on Jan. 12 
took her away from Pedro to an 
emergency shelter for abused 
children.

There panic set In as she 
began to realize that the two 
things she loved most would he 
taken from her. According to

Hay. the teen-age girls In the 
youth home told her the au­
thorities would surely arrest 
Pedro and never let her keep her 
baby.

That's when she began to plan 
her escape. The youth home Is 
not a secured facility — the 
children there are victims, not 
criminals — and it Is not known 
whether she contacted Pedro.

Summoning the other girls, 
she asked who would flee with 
her. Melissa Ramirez, at 14 a 
ch ron ic  runaway, sa id  she 
would.

Last Sunday morning, after 
nine days In the shelter, Cindy 
made her move.

She. Melissa, and a number o f 
other girls boarded the shelter 
bus that took them to the weekly 
services at Vineyard Christian 
Fellowship Church. Cindy took 
o f f  b e fo re  serv ices  began . 
Melissa waited a half hour, then 
left on her own.

M elissa called au thorities 
Tuesday and told them Cindy 
waa headed lo her cousin's 
house In Houston. On Wed­
nesday, however, she told police 
a different story.

"Shepatted her stomach and 
said, 'This Is Pedro's baby and 
we're going to Mexico.'" Melissa 
told officers, according to police 
spokesman John Cannon.

But they apparently never 
headed for the border.

Two sides to 
the coin

T h e  Sanford City Com m ission will stand 
by a  M arch 1995 ordinance regarding the 
placement o f recreational vehicles, including 
boats. In front yards. It Is not allowed.

There  w a s  an attempt to eaae the ordinance 
to a llow  the placement o f the vehicles In front 
of a residence If there was Insufficient room In 
the rear or along the sides. T h is  failed to gain 
sufficient support this M onday, and has now 
been dropped.

A s  Is the case with all such  matters, there 
are tw o sides. W hat makes the decision dif­
ficult Is that both sides have logical reasons 
for w an ting  or not wanting these vehicles.

A s  one citizen put it before Monday's 
commission meeting, this Is a  lakefront city, 
and in the center of Florida which makes It 
Ideal for recreational endeavors, be It with 
boating or recreational vehicles.

He explained that to pay to have It parked 
elsewhere Is costly, and he said he w as told 
his insurance would not cover the vehicle not 
located on h is property.

W e  see this homeowner’s  point. Owners of 
these vehicles, w ho  are unab le  to park them 
In the rear, should have thetr freedom  to park 
wherever they w ish. If for nothing more than 
their own convenience and financial situation.

O n  the other aide of the question, we can 
also see w h y  som e people don 't  want these 
vehicles parked In their neighbors' front 
yards. M any  of them are unsightly and de­
stroy som e of the am biance o f the neigh­
borhood o r  adjoining property. They m ay also 
restrict v iew s depending on  their location and 
size.

D u ring  discussion of this question, com­
m issioners said they w ished to hear from 
people regarding the proposal. Commissioner 
W hltey Eckstein reported that he had only 
heard from  one resident. Com m issioner Kerry 
Lyons said  he had received several calls, but 
there w as no outpouring o f sentiment in ei­
ther direction on which com m issioners might 
be able to base their decisions.

M onday night, a  num ber o f residents finally 
appeared before the com m ission to discuss 
the matter, but by this time. It w as too late. 
The decision to forget about easing the 
restrictions had already been  m ade, although 
w ith  a spilt vote.

Com m issioner Bob Thom as probably put It 
In the m ost simple words. "L e t 's  face It," he 
said, "w e  can't please everyone no matter 
w hich  w ay  we decide." W h o  could dispute 
that statement?

Now . if code enforcement com es back Into 
operation, (It's been held u p  pending this 
decision), people with R V s o r boats In their 
front yards will be Issued w arn ings, and If the 
vehicles aren't moved, they w ill be Imposed 
Ones. Those who live next door w ill possibly 
be happy while the vehicle owners will be 
angry.

People w ho may havr been  planning to buy 
a boat or KV might now  be giving It some 
extra thought. They may live In what can be 
considered a recreational-type community, 
but they are being restricted on  what they can 
bu y  if they lack the area in which  to store the 
vehicles.

W e  must also wonder. If there is sufficient 
area to park these vehicles In the back yards, 
couldn 't they become the basis o f complaints 
from  other neighbors?

W hile the official decision by  the city Is to 
adhere to the original ordinance prohibiting 
these vehicles from being parked In front of a  
residence, we suspect the matter may be far 
from  over.

Th is is a two-sided coin, with each side 
having  logical reasons. Such  disputes don’t 
disappear easily.

Is a flat tax a real possibility?
Perhaps the best measure of how radically 

the 1994 elections have already changed this 
country are the things that are now up for 
serious discussion.

Prior to November 1994 there had only been 
one balanced budget since 1960 and the con­
ventional wisdom was that another was out of 
the question. Politicians might pretend to want 
one. or even to deliver one. but in the long run It 
would turn out to be Just another chimera.

Similarly, nobody believed that entitlements 
such as Medicare could be touched without In­
stantly destroying the politician or party that 
touched them. Tim Russert on "Meet the Press” 
made a  career out of daring politicians to pro­
pone doing so, and got very Tew takers.

Aa for a flat Income tax. the concept of
vlty” (l.e.. taxing the rich dispropor­

tionately higher than anybody else) was seem­
ingly enshrined among the nation's highest 
values.

What a  difference a year has made) Not only 
have the Republicans put forth a plan that would 
balance the budget with real numbers In seven 
years, but President Clinton has matched It 
(even If 90 percent of his spending reductions 
would take place In the last two of the seven 
years, after the end of his second term). What's

more, both parties propose reductions In the rale 
o f spending on Medicare, with the Democrats 
calling for reductions only slightly smaller than 
the Republicans.

Most astonishing of 
all. proposals for a 
flat tax are being 
heard on all sides, 
a n d  c le a r ly  have 
w idesp read  public 
s u p p o r t .  If the  
R e p u b l i c a n s  win  
both the presidency 
a n d  the Congress 
this fall. It seems 
likely that some form 
o f  f l a t  t a x  w i l l  
become the law of 
the land.

Superficially the 
p o l i t ic a l  problem  
with a llat tax Is that 
It would appear to 
benefit the rich more 
t h a n  the  middle  
class. A person who 
earns a million 
dollars this year will theoretically pay at least

•400.000 o f U to the IRS. while someone earning 
•100.000 will pay. not 940.000. but something 
much closer to 930,000. Under a flat tax. both 
would pay at the same rate: 17 percent, say. or 
•170.000 and 917.000 respectively. The Oral 
individual would save 9230.000. the second not 
•23.000 but ofjly 913.000. Because he was taxed 
at a  lower rate to begin with, his saving Is less 
when the rate la flattened.

T h e  truth, of course. Is that big earners take 
refuge In loopholes that sharply reduce their 
taxes -  loopholes that the flat tax s u p p o rt  era vow 
to close. Two of the biggest loopholes, however, 
are the current deductions for home mortgage 
Interest and charitable contributions -• deduc­
tions dear to the hearts o f many millions of 
middle-class voters. That is why some variants 
of the flat tax would continue these deductions.

There are all sorts of other variants of the flat 
tax Idea, but almost all or them propose elimi­
nation of any tax on incomes below a certain 
level. In Steve Forbes’ version, a family of four 
earning up to 936.000 a year would pay no tax at 
all. (The two adults would have personal ex-

Steve Forbes is under fire
A Washington ritual helps explain what Is 

happening to Steve Forbes' campaign for the 
Republican presidential nomination. Normally, 
hundreds of politicians would like to be pres­
ident. Only one makes it -  by dint of hard 
work, shrewdness, intelligence, endurance, 
luck and sometimes wisdom. But many of the 
former wannabe candidates and the press put 
out the word about the poor man: "What a 
Jerk!" (So what docs that make all the other 
people who wanted to be president?)

In the Forbes case, there were platoons of 
Republicans who considered running for the 
nomination. Nine actually announced, in­
cluding Forbes, who was airily dismissed as a 
"polopopullst" and "Richie Rich." Now lie is 
the hottest political property In America, on 
the cover of Time. Newsweek and Fortune. 
And what Is the line now about Forbes? We are 
often told that he is a "nerd ." a "geek" and 
"awkward." (What does that make the others? 
Send them some nerd pills.) We are told that 
he Is both "inexperienced" and “zealous." 
That he Is "programmed" and "buying" the 
election. That his flat-tax plan is "nutty." and 
that "the numbers don't add up.”  No wonder. 
After all. he Is a "supply-stder." which, we are 
told. Is a radical economic voodoo philosophy 
that has been "discredited."

True? The charge that Forbes’ flat-tax 
p ro p o s a l Is n u tty  c o m e s  from  that 
d istingu ished m acro-econom ist Lamar 
A le x a n d e r . T h e  c o m m e n ta to r s  and 
economists, who blithely say that supply-side 
Is discredited radical voodoo and that the 
numbers don't add up, discredit themselves.

Glenn Hubbard, professor of economics at 
Columbia University and a visiting fellow at 
the American Enterprise Institute, explains the 
conceptual framework o f supply-side this way: 
"Incentives matter." Does that sound so rad­
ical? If taxes are cut. say the suppty-slders. 
there will be more econbmtc activity, bringing 
In more lax money. How much more? No one 
knows for sure. A few far-out supply-slders 
once said tax cuts would pay for themselves, 
but most only said the cuts would have some 
important pro-growth efTcct. The models that 
are trotted out to show that the Forbes flat tax 
won't add up are typically static models, 
assuming no change generated by tax cuts. 
That Is silly scholarship.

Nor Is supply-side discredited. The charge 
relates to the idea that the budget deficit 
soared In the 1980s after the Reagan tax cut. 
But that Ignores some relevant facts. The 
ortglnal Reagan lax-cut proposal was deco­
rated "Christmas tree”  style by lawmakers of 
both parties seeking their own cuts. The 
legislators then conveniently forgot to make

the promised spending reductions.
Forbes thinks that cutting and simplifying 

taxation, and cutting regulations can lead to 
an economic boom. For this he Is called a 
zealot, and worse, an optimist. It Is. however, 
a view that deserves serious consideration.

Is Forbes "buying" the election? Money 
helps. But many rich candidates have crashed, 
like John Connally in 1960 and that other rich 
businessman in the GOP field now. Moray 
Taylor. Moreover, many poorly financed 
candidates have done well If they have an 
appealing message.
Jesse Jackson pro­
ved that and so did 
Pat Buchanan and 
Jerry Brown.

(I don't like cvcry- 
th ln g  about the 
Forbes campaign.
Some o f his com­
mercials have been 
too tough. 1 don't 
support term limits. 1 
w ish he. and the 
other Republicans, 
would put less em­
phasis on the green 
eyeshade stuff o f 
taxes and deficits, 
and g iv e  greater 
stress to the major 
fallings o f liberalism: 
c r im e ,  w e lfa r e ,  
education and pref­
erence. to name a 
few. I assume all that will emerge unless the 
whole field is crazy.)

Is Forbes programmed? With the possible 
exception of Phil Gramm, who has a Ph.D. In 
economics. Forbes Is likely the most eco­
nomically literate of the bunch. He has edited, 
published and written for u significant busi­
ness magazine for many years and has won 
many awards. (His flat-tax proposal, by the 
way. Is roughly similar to one that was orig­
inally promoted by Republican Majority 
Leader Dick Armey, who also has a Ph.D. in 
economics.)

I've known Forbes for a decade and never 
thought or him as a nerd, a geek or awkward.

It Is true that Forbes has never held elected 
office. So what? Unlike many Americans. I 
rather admire moat of our elected officials, 
includ ing some oth ers  In the current 
Republican presidential field. But I also like It 
when non-polltlclans run for office and peddle 
their wares, be they athletes, actors, busi­
nessmen. Journalists, clergymen -- whatever. 
Even very rich people have that right.

£  But many of 
the former 
wannabe can­
didates and the 
press pul out 
ih t  word about 
the poor man.

Is customs service 
obstructing justice?

WASHINGTON -  U.S. authorities think 
they've struck gold w ith their capture of 
Juan Garela-Abrego. the first drug trafficker 
to  make the FBI's 10 Most Wanted List.

These officials are hoping that the kingpin 
w ho ran a 910 billion drug empire will help 
crack dozens of other criminal cases In the 
United States, and help show complicity by 
some Mexican government officials.

But Abrego's revelations may also em­
barrass an American agency on the front­
lines o f the drug war: the U.S. Customs 
Service.

Brito had been under 
indictment for per­
jury since 1992. But 
th e  c h a r g e  w as 
recently dropped by 
a Judge because the rase had still not gone 
to trial. The local district attorney. Tuck 
McLain, has appealed the ruling.

"Since Abrego may be talking now, I hope 
It will provide ladder for m y cannon,”  McLain 
told us.

Last year. McLain’s predecessor -  David 
Barron -  told us his case against Brito had 
been stymied by Customs officials. Barron 
accused Customs or launching a smear 
campaign to discredit and (Ire his chief 
witness. Customs agent Kevin Cleary. In 
order to prevent him from assisting in the 
case.

According to C leary 's  attorney. Kent 
Schaeffer. Customs officials are worried that 
they might have gone too far lo harass Cleary 
and to protect Brtto from prosecution. 
Documents we've obtained, along with evi­
dence gathered by a congressional sub­
committee, support Schaeffer's view.

The Customs probe o f Brito began In 1989. 
when he was running the National Guard's 
drug Interdiction program In Texas, which 
gave him unlimited access to classified In­
formation. Clrary became the lead agent In 
an Investigation designed to find out If Brtto 
was helping his two younger brothers, Billy 
and Mario Brtto. who had been Implicated In 
a  1987 cocaine-smuggling operation.

Cleary gathered evidence Indicating that 
the two younger Britos had discussed drug 
protection they received from a brother in the 
military and Influence they had with customs 
officials along the Mexican border.

Cleary also learned that Billy and Mario 
often dined wtlh Abrego. and helped develop 
his security system. Th e two brothers were 
eventually Indicted on state drug charges. 
One brother was convicted and fled lo Mex­
ico. the other fled before his state trial began. 
In 1991. Billy and Mario were both named as 
co-defendants with Abrego In a federal drug 
Indictment.

But Cleary's efforts to target Brito were met 
with hostility from Customs officials. Sources 
say Cleary was constantly harassed, dented 
promotions and detailed to other duties. 
Federal prosecutors in south Texas, however, 
basically corroborated Clrary by writing two 
draft Indictments charging Brito with perjury 
and obstruction of justice In connection with 
his brothers' cases.

The U.S. Attorney til Houston declined lo 
prosecute Brtto In February 1992, but In­
terference from Customs may have played a 
role In that decision.

White House meeting focus: 
Making TV better for kids

W ASHINGTON -  Getting 
pledges from the TV  industry to 
rate programs for violence and 
air more educational shows for 
children are among President 
Clinton's goals for a proposed 
meeting next month with TV 
executives, according to ad­
ministration officials.

Though telecommunications 
legislation, expected to become 
law this year, would require the 
Industry to rate shows, the In­
dustry has vowed to fight the 
provision in court.

A voluntary ratings system 
would be one way for Clinton 
and other antt-TV -vlo lence 
supporters to hedge their bets. 
But past efforts by members of 
Congress to persuade the In­
dustry to rate programs on Its 
own have failed.

Still, administration ofllctala 
hope they can put pressure on 
the TV Industry by thrusting It 
Into the national spotlight.

But Sen. Ernest Holllngs. D- 
S.C.. said In an Interview he 
doesn't think a lot could be ac­
complished at the meeting 
Clinton wants to have with TV

executives. "1 have misgivings. 
It’s  lust another delay where 
people get together and talk 
about more studies and com­
missions and blah blah blah."

Broadcast and cable execu­
tives are loathe to rate programs, 
saying it would be a logistical 
nightmare — for instance, trying 
to k ee p  u p  with p rog ram  
changes at the laat minute — 
and would threaten advertising 
revenue.

In hto State of the Union 
speech Tuesday. Clinton invited 
media and entertainment ex­
ecutives to a White House  
meeting next month "to work 
with us on concrete ways to 
Improve what our children ace 
on television. I am ready to work 
with you ." No date for the 
meeting waa set.

Clinton has said he wants the 
TV industry to air at least three 
o f e d u c a t io n a l  show a  fo r  
c h i ld r e n  a week. F e d e ra l  
Communications Commission 
Chairman Reed Hundt has been 
pushing for such a rule, but he 
lacks support among hto fellow 
commissioners on the Issue.

Broadcasters are opposed to 
required programming.

The telecommunications bill

awaiting final action in Congress 
would go far to crack down on 
TV  violence. But a White House 
aide said tf the bUI becomes law 
as anticipated tt would be sev­
eral years before any of the 
provisions took effect.

The bill would require new TV 
sets to be equlppea with a chip 
that recognizes programs elec­
tronically rated for violence, sex 
and other objectionable content. 
And. tt would require the TV 
Industry to rate Its programs. If 
not. a panel would create a rat­
ings system for broadcasters to 
use.

Then parents using remote 
control-llke devices could block 
out whole categories of pro­
grams or specific ones.

A  grou p  o f  D e m o c ra t ic  
lawmakers — Including Sens. 
Kent Conrad o f South Dakota 
and Joseph Lleberman of Con­
necticut and Reps.

budget deal with the White House right now. House 
Republicans are offering a solution to the debt celling crisis 
and moving to pass legislation that would keep the govern­
ment running for another month.

Averting a default in the debt took on new urgency W ed­
nesday as a Wall Street credit-rating agency. Moody’s Investors 
Service, threatened to downgrade the rating of 9387 billion in 
U.S. bonds.

Because technology purchases 
Involve a lot of money and are 
usually meant to last a number 
of years, some companies worry 
that a takeover of Apple may 
diminish Its product support and 
usefulness of future products, 
Gartenberg said.

Don’t take chances with edema
DEAR DR KOTT: My 71 yrar old’ 

sister suffers from edema. Her legs 
swell to twice their sire. Iler heart 
and blond pressure are OK. She’s on 
Lasix. Can vou give me uny hints on 
this?

DEAR HEADER: leg edema taeru- 
mutation of excess fluid in the tLssuesi 
has two common causes: Kither the 
blood is deficient in protein nr the 
veins, fnr a variety nf reasons, allow 
fluid to escape.

In the first instance, blood proteins 
are the key factor Composed of heavy 
molerulcs. protein tends to attract 
fluid. If a person is protein deficient, 
the blood lends to release fluid to the 
denser surrounding tissues. Protein 
deficiencies are common in parts nf 
the world where malnutrition is the 
rule.

Unfortunately, protein deficiency is 
also prevalent among the elderly 
even in industrial societies — because 
the aged sometimes fail to consume a 
healthful diet. Your sister should haw 
a serum albumin determination. This 
simple and inexpensive blood test will 
indicate whether or not her blood pn* 
lein level is normal. If the level is low. 
an increase in dietary protein may 
correct the abnormal loss of fluid from 
the blood.

In the second instance, cdrmn 
results when wins are no longer able 
lo contain the fluid in the blond, 
despite a normal scrum albumin. 
Sometimes the veins merely stretch 
and become too thin (varicose wins).

Or the pressure of blood in the veins 
ran rise, forcing fluid through the 
walls of the blond vessels. Such a 
pressure increase ran result from 
pregnancy (because the enlarging 
uterus blocks the return nf venous 
blood to the hearti. tumors (which 
similarly block venous return), throm­
bophlebitis (clots that also impede 
venous flow), and congestive heart 
failure (because a weakened heart 
cannot accept and expel the venous 
blond).

Diuretics, such as Lasix, often 
reduce edema because the drugs 
stimulate the kidneys to excrete more 
water.

I do not know the reason for your 
sister’s edema, but she certainly 
needs blood tests, X rays and a car­
diogram to investigate the causes that 
I mentioned. Iler family doctor can 
coordinate the testing and call upon 
specialists, such as cardiologists, as 
needed.

In the meantime, your sister should 
elevate her legs when possible, avoid 
salt in her diet and continue the laisix 
therapy.

Because heart disease is such a 
common cause nf leg edema. I am 
sending you a fret* copy of my Health 
Keport 'Understanding Heart 
Disease.”
